Please complete the attached Voting Delegate form and return it to the League’s office
no later than Friday, August 31, 2018. This will allow us time to establish voting
delegate/alternate records prior to the conference.

If the voting delegate and alternates wish to sit together, they must sign in at
the Voting Delegate Desk and obtain the special sticker on their badges.

6:00 p.m.; Thursday, September 13, 7:00 a.m. — 4:00 p.m.; and Friday, September 14, 7:30 a.m.—

One City One Vote. Each member city has a right to cast one vote on matters pertaining to
League policy.

Designating a City Voting Representative. Prior to the Annual Conference, each city
council may designate a voting delegate and up to two alternates; these individuals are
identified on the Voting Delegate Form provided to the League Credentials Committee.

Registering with the Credentials Committee. The voting delegate, or alternates, may
pick up the city's voting card at the Voting Delegate Desk in the conference registration
area. Voting delegates and alternates must sign in at the Voting Delegate Desk. Here they
will receive a special sticker on their name badge and thus be admitted to the voting area at
the Business Meeting. :

Signing Initiated Resolution Petitions. Only those individuals who are voting delegates
(or alternates), and who have picked up their city’s voting card by providing a signature to
the Credentials Committee at the Voting Delegate Desk, may sign petitions to initiate a
resolution.

Voting. To cast the city's vote, a city official must have in his or her possession the city's
voting card and be registered with the Credentials Committee. The voting card may be
transferred freely between the voting delegate and alternates, but may not be transferred to
another city official who is neither a voting delegate or alternate.

Voting Area at Business Meeting. At the Business Meeting, individuals with a voting card
will sit in a designated area. Admission will be limited to those individuals with a special
sticker on their name badge identifying them as a voting delegate or alternate.

Resolving Disputes. In case of dispute, the Credentials Committee will determine the
validity of signatures on petitioned resolutions and the right of a city official to vote at the
Business Meeting.

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SUMMARY

The next General Municipal Election in the City of Moreno Valley will be held on
Tuesday, November 6, 2018. The purpose of the election is to elect a Mayor for a two-
year term and two members of the City Council for four-year terms. Depending on
Council's action on another item on this agenda, a cannabis tax measure maybe put
before the voters at this election. The state Elections Code requires the adoption of
resolutions for the purpose of 1) calling and giving notice of the General Municipal
Election; 2) requesting that the Riverside County Board of Supervisors consent to the
consolidation of the election with the Statewide General Election to be held on the same
date, and 3.) establishing regulations and costs for candidate statements.

DISCUSSION

In order to initiate the election process, appropriate resolutions are presented for action
to be taken by the Mayor and City Council.

Pursuant to California Elections Code, a municipality may request that the Riverside
County Board of Supervisors consolidate its Municipal Election with the Statewide
General Election. The County Registrar of Voters conducts the election in all respects
as if there was a single election with multiple offices and measures. The City of Moreno
Valley has consolidated its General Municipal Election since 1986.

In order to call an election and consolidate with the statewide election, the City must
adopt resolutions that call and give notice of an election and request that the County
Board of Supervisors consent to the consolidation and agree to provide election
services. These services include hiring poll workers, establishing polling places,
translating, printing, and mailing the voter’s ballot pamphlet; and canvassing the ballots.
This delegation does not include services provided by the City Clerk, such as issuing
and accepting nomination papers.

Tie Votes

The Call for a General Municipal Election includes a process for determining the
outcome of a tie vote. If the County Registrar certifies that any two or more people
receive an equal and highest number of votes, the City Council must have
predetermined a method of selecting an actual winner. Pursuant to Elections Code
Section 15651 (a), the City may select to settle ties by lot. The candidate so chosen
shall qualify, take office and serve as though elected at the preceding general district
election. Traditionally, the City of Moreno Valley has included a determination by lot in
its call for election resolution and this provision is included in Section 10 for the
resolution calling the election. As an alternative, however, pursuant to Section 15651
(b), the City Council can request the County to schedule and hold a run-off election.
This determination must be made prior to the election at which a tie vote occurs.
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ALTERNATIVES

1. Adopt all three Resolutions calling for the November 6, 2018 Municipal Election,
requesting consolidation with the Statewide General Election, and establishing
regulations and costs for candidate statements, as presented.

2. Modify the Resolutions calling the election to delete the provision for settling a tie
by lot, and direct staff to prepare a resolution calling for a runoff election in the
instance of a tie vote.

FISCAL IMPACT

The City budget includes $250,000 for the conduct of the November 6, 2018 Municipal
Election. This amount is based on the actual cost of the November 8, 2016 election.
The County of Riverside is expected to provide more current cost estimates during the
next few weeks.

WHEREAS, California Elections Code Section 13307 provides that the governing
body of any local agency may adopt regulations pertaining to materials prepared by any
candidate for a Municipal Election, including the costs thereof;

DOES HEREBY RESOLVE, DECLARE, DETERMINE AND ORDER AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. General Provisions. That pursuant to California Elections Code Section
13307, each candidate for elective office to be voted for at the General Municipal
Election to be held in the City of Moreno Valley on Tuesday, November 6, 2018, may
prepare a candidate statement on an appropriate form provided by the City Clerk. Such
statements may include the name, age and occupation of the candidate and a brief
description of no more than two hundred (200) words of the candidate’s education and
gualifications expressed by the candidate himself or herself. In that City Council offices
are non-partisan, such statements shall not include party affiliation of the candidate, nor
membership activity in any partisan political organizations. Pursuant to Elections Code
Section 13307, such statements may not include a reference to any other candidate.
Such statements shall be filed in the Office of the City Clerk at the time the candidate’s
nomination papers are filed. Such statements may be withdrawn, but not changed,
during the period for filing nomination papers up until 5:00 p.m. of the next working day
after the close of the nomination period.

Council — District 2, and $500 for candidates for office of City Council — District 4, as a
condition of having his or her statement included in the voter's pamphlet or pay in
advance a deposit of $260 for candidates for the offices of Mayor, City Council — District

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2, and City Council — District 4, as a condition of having his or her statement posted
electronically only on the Riverside County Registrar Recorder’s website. The City Clerk
shall bill each candidate for any cost in excess of the deposit and shall refund any
unused portion of any deposit.

Section 4. Formatting. That the City Clerk shall allow italics, underlining, bullets, and
capitalized words in candidate statements. Bold type is prohibited in candidate
statements.

Section 5. State Standards. That the City Clerk shall comply with all recommendations
and standards set forth by the California Secretary of State regarding occupational
designations and other matters relating to elections.

Section 6. Additional Materials. That no candidate will be permitted to include
additional materials to the sample ballot package.

Section 7. Copies. That the City Clerk shall provide each candidate or the candidate’s
representative a copy of this Resolution at the time nomination petitions are issued.

Section 8. Repeal. That all previous resolutions establishing council policy on payment
for candidate statements are repealed.

Section 9. Application. That this resolution shall apply to the election to be held on
November 6, 2018 and shall then be repealed.

Section 10. Certification. That the City Clerk shall certify to the passage and
adoption of this resolution, shall enter the same into the book of original resolutions of
the City of Moreno Valley.

SUMMARY

The Riverside County Habitat Conservation Agency (RCHCA) Board of Directors and
the Western Riverside Council of Governments (WRCOG) Executive Committee
approved a proposal in December 2015 to fully transfer the duties of administration and
management of RCHCA activities to WRCOG. In May 2018 both Agencies also
approved a full consolidation of RCHCA and WRCOG.

The RCHCA's Treasurer and financial system are currently under the County of
Riverside's Office of the Auditor Controller. WRCOG maintains its own Treasurer and
financial system separate from the County. In order to proceed with the full
consolidation of RCHCA and WRCOG, the RCHCA's Joint Powers Agreement requires
an Amendment to assign a new Treasurer for the RCHCA (which will be WRCOG)
pursuant to California Government Code.

DISCUSSION

The RCHCA Board of Directors, at its May 17, 2018, meeting, approved the 12th

The purpose of this item is to provide an update on the status of the management services arrangement for
the RCHCA between the County of Riverside and Western Riverside Council of Governments (WRCOG). Staff

. requests direction fo work with WRCOG and the County toward a full transition of RCHCA staff and operation

of RCHCA o WRCOG.

Requested Actions:

1. Direct staff to work with Riverside County and WRCOG to fully consolidate RCHCA staff and operations
intc WRCOG.

2. Authorize the Chairman to execute and administer the Amendment to the Management Services
Agreement between the RCHCA and WRCOG, and to execute any additional documents related to the
consoclidation.

3. Approve the 12th Amendment to the Amended and Restated Joint Powers Agreement and authorize
staff to circulate and obtain signatures from the member agencies.

In December 2015, the RCHCA's Board of Directors and WRCOG's Executive Committee approved a five-year
Agreement between WRCOG and RCHCA that transferred the duties of administration and management of
RCHCA activities to WRCOG. Under the Agreement, WRCOG’s Executive Director serves as the General
Manager / Executive Director of RCHCA and is responsible for general duties include administering,
coordinating, and supervising the activities of RCHCA as set forth in RCHCA's Joint Powers Agreement

(JPA).

RCHCA employees are well versed in the day-to-day operations of the Agency. RCHCA management: staff
have continued operations of the Agency and assisted in making the transition seamless. The services
provided by WRCOG for oversight of the administrative activities of RCHCA have proven to be successful. As
anticipated, RCHCA has realized significant cost savings from implementation of the management services
contract, essentially through the elimination of the RCHCA Executive Director position.

RCHCA staff remain as County employees under the current Agreement with the County of Riverside for
Human Resource services. This arrangement allowed time for the transfer to be evaluated and to ensure that
the management services consolidation was efficient and successful. It also provided time for RCHCA staff to
become familiar with WRCOG's organizational and operational practices.

Despite the success of this arrangement there are still practical inefficiencies that need attention. The
Executive Director of WRCOG administers the administrative functions of the RCHCA; however, under the
Agreement between the RCHCA and the County, RCHCA employees operate under two different
administrations (WRCOG and the County). This dual arrangement has created some organizational
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challenges, particularly in the area of personnel. Because RCHCA employees are County employees, it
creates difficulty for the Executive Director, in that the Executive Director does not have authority over the
County employees at the same level as occurs with WRCOG staff. As such, the Executive Director is required
to obtain approval from the County Board of Supervisors for any personnel-related decisions pertaining to
existing RCHCA employees. Work schedules can vary between the Agencies, and employees in the two
different Agencies adhere to different personne! policies and procedures. One RCHCA .employee is covered
under a Memorandum of Understanding with the Labor International Union. New RCHCA hires have been
hired as WRCOG employees, the result of which is that the RCHCA itself is staffed with employees from both
WRCOG and the County.

WRCOG maintains its own financial and information technology systems; however, RCHCA'’s financial system
is under the Auditor Controller of the County and is maintained separately. This is creating some duplication of
effort which hinders WRCOG's ability to provide the same financial quality controls that it does for WRCOG. In
addition, the current arrangement creates unnecessary burdens on RCHCA because it has to reimburse other
County departments for services that are duplicative. Finally, though RCHCA staff are designated County
employees, they do not receive County updates related to employee relations or policies because WRCOG is
not under the County’s email system.

Staff believes that complete consolidation of management activities and staffing will create a succinct Agency
under one umbrella and address the issues raised above. RCHCA staff are aware and supportive of the
proposed consolidation. RCHCA staff are aware that a consolidation under WRCOG would require
employment separation from the County. RCHCA staff have also been informed of WRCOG's hiring practices
and personnel policies. WRCQOG will diligently review employment contracts with RCHCA staff and work to
ensure that RCHCA staff are informed. WRCOQG participates in the CalPERS retirement system so RCHCA
employees would simply transfer their contributions without financial impact.

The Executive Director met previcusly with representatives from the County to discuss the possibility of
amending the current Agreement to provide more flexibility to the general language of the Agreement. Both
parties tentatively agreed that, rather than amend the Agreement, it would be more feasible that RCHCA fully
consolidate under WRCOG. Once consolidation is completed, the RCHCA will transmit correspondence to the
County requesting termination of the staffing Agreement between RCHCA and the County Department of
Human Resources. No action is required by the County Beard of Supervisors.

With the consolidation, the RCHCA will operate as a Program under WRCOG. The RCHCA Board of Directors
and the Joint Powers Agreement will remain separate from WRCOG.

Next Steps

Staff seeks direction to move forward and develop the necessary documents to implement this proposal. The
steps to initiate the consolidation are:

1. The Management Services Agreement (Attachment 1) between RCHCA and WRCOG will be amended to
include employee staffing services and financial oversight.

2. RCHCA’s JPA will be amended to assign a new Treasurer for RCHCA. The 12th Amendment to the
Amended and Restated JPA is attached (Attachment 2). This will require approval by the member
agencies. The amendment is necessary because the language in the JPA names the County Auditor
Controller as treasurer for RCHCA. The attached Amendment states that the treasure of the Agency shall
be a certified public accountant appointed by the RCHCA Board of Directors, pursuant to California
Government Code Section 6505.5. The Amendment also restates the authority of the General Manager.

3. The RCHCA Chair will transmit correspondence to the County requesting termination of the staffing
Agreement between RCHCA and the County Department of Human Resources. No action is required by
the County Board of Supervisors.
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Prior Action:

December 18, 2015: The RCHCA’s Board of Directors and WRCOG’s Executive Committee approved a five-
year Agreement between WRCOG and RCHCA that transferred the duties of
administration and management of RCHCA activities to WRCOG

Fiscal Impact:

RCHCA is financially stable and operates under a separate budget. RCHCA compensates WRCOG for all
costs related to administration of the Agency pursuant to the management services arrangement. Under a full
consolidation, RCHCA will operate as a Program under WRCOG. The structure will not create any additional
financial burden on WRCOG or the RCHCA. The RCHCA will continue to pay both its current budgeted
expenditures, as wel! as future retirement costs such as pension and healthcare for RCHCA employees.

After the consolidation and removal of the duplicative payments being made to the County for services, it is
anticipated that RCHCA will have excess revenues each year of approximately $300,000, which will be
transferred into RCHCA's reserve fund and increase the overall fund balance to approximately $6 million after
10 years.

MANAGEMENT SERVICES AGREEMENT

BETWEEN THE WESTERN RIVERSIDE COUNCIL OF GOVERNMENTS

AND THE RIVERSIDE COUNTY HABITAT CONSERVATION AGENCY

This Management Services Agreement (“Agreement”)’is made and entered into by and between
the Western Riverside Council of Governments (*“WRCOG”) and the Riverside County Habitat
Conservation Agency (“RCHCA”) and shall become effective upon the terms set forth herein. WRCOG
and RCHCA are sometimes referred to in this Agreement individually as a “party,” or collectively as
“parties.”

RECITALS

A. .  WHEREAS, WRCOG is a public agency formed by a Joint Powers Agreement
(“WRCOG JPA”) made and entered into on the 1™ day of Aptil 1991, pursuant to Government Code
section 6500 et seq. and other pertinent provisions of law, by and between numerous cities located within
Western Riverside County and the County of Riverside; and

B. WHEREAS, the purpose of the formation of WRCOG is, among other things, to
provide an agency to conduct studies and projects designed to improve and coordinate the common
governmental responsibilities and services on an area-wide and regional basis through the establishment
of an association of governments; and

C. WHEREAS, WRCOG now consists of the following member agencies: County of
Riverside, City of Banning, City of Calimesa, City of Canyon Lake, City of Corona, City of Eastvale,
City of Hemet, City of Jurupa Valley, City of Lake Elsinore, City of Menifee, City of Moreno Valley,
City of Murrieta, City of Norco, City of Perris, City of Riverside, City of San Jacinto, City of Temecula,
and City of Wildomar, aqd the following participating agencies: Eastern Municipal Water District,
Western Municipal Water District, Riverside County Superintendent of Schools, and Morongo Band of
Mission Indians; and |

D. WHEREAS, under the WRCOG JPA, the functions of WRCOG include, among

other things:

(“RCHCA JPA”) made and entered into on the 12" day of June 1990, pursuant to Government Code
section 6500 et seq. and other pertinent provisions of law, by and between the County of Riverside and
numerous cities located within Western Riverside County; and
G. WHEREAS, the purpose of the formation of RCHCA is to provide an agency for
the acquisition, administration, operation and maintenance of land and facilities for ecosystem

conservation and habitat reserves for the Stephens’ Kangaroo Rat in Western Riverside County; and

H. WHEREAS, RCHCA now consists of the County of Riverside and the following
member cities: City of Corona, City of Hemet, City of Lake Elsinofe, City of Menifee, City of Moreno
Valley, City of Murrieta,‘City of Perris, City of Riverside, City of Temecula, and City of Wildomar; and

I. WHEREAS, Section 3.3 of the RCHCA JPA sets forth numerous powers of the
RCHCA in carrying out its purposes, including the power to make and enter into contracts and to employ
agents, consultants, attorneys and employees. Section 3.8.3 of the RCHCA JPA authorizes the RCHCA
through its Board of Dircctors (“Board™) to appoint ;1 general manager (“Gcnreral Manager”) and an
attorney. Under Section 3.8.3, the RCHCA Board may also contract with its member agencies for the use
of employees of the member agencies on mutually agreeable terms and conditions; and
J. WHEREAS, Section 3.8.4 of the RCHCA JPA sets forth certain powers and duties

of such General Manager or other employees of the RCHCA to whom the Board delegates authority.

K. WHEREAS, until recently, RCHCA contracted with the County of Riverside
(“County™) for a General Manager and other staff to the RCHCA to serve the purposes of the RCHCA;

L. WHEREAS, the RCHCA now desires to contract with WRCOG to provide a
General Manager to assist the RCHCA in its obligations to implement the Stephens’ Kangaroo Rat

Habitat Conservation Plan (“SKR HCP”) to ensure a regional perspective.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Parties agree as follows:
1. APPOINTMENT OF GENERAL MANAGER. The RCHCA hereby retains

WRCOG, acting through its Executive Director, to serve as the General Manager of the RCHCA to fulfill
the needs and requirements of the RCHCA, and WRCOG agrees to provide such services through such
personnel as may be required by the RCHCA, all upon the terms set forth below. The General Manager
shall serve at the direction and pleasure of the WRCOG Executive Committee. If the RCHCA Board has
concerns about the General Manager’s performance for RCHCA, the Chair and Vice-Chair of the
RCHCA Board shall bring such concerns to the WRCOG Chair.

2. DUTIES OF GENERAL MANAGER. The Executive Director of WRCOG, acting

either individually or through such personnel as he shall from time to time appoint or contract with, shall
act as and be the General Manager of the RCHCA and shall administer, coordinate, and supervise the
activities of the RCHCA as set forth in the RCHCA JPA, and shail act for the RCHCA in accomplishing
its purposes set forth in Section 3.2 of the RCHCA JPA. The Executive Director of WRCOG, acting
either individually or through such personnel as he shall from time to time appoint, shall have and
exercise all of those powers and responsibilities of the RCHCA enumerated in Section 3.3 of the RCHCA

RCHCA Identified County Employees. in the Administrative Services Officer and Natural Resources
Manager job classifications are covered by the County’s “Exempt Management, Management,
Confidential, and Other Unrepresented Employees’ resolution (“Resolution”) and the Open Space Habitat
Technicians are covered by the Memorandum of Understanding and side letters between the County and
Laborer’s International Union of North America Local 777 (“LIUNA MOU”). These RCHCA Identified
County Employees shall remain employees of the County of Riversilde with the County remaining as the
employer of record and shall work for RCHCA under a separate agreement with the County of Riverside.
The RCHCA Identified County Employees shall work day-to-day under the direction of the RCHCA

2. Authorize the Chief Financial Officer to appropriate $4,100,750 as revenue and
expense in the Electric Utility Division Operating Fund.

3. Adopt Resolution 2018-XX, authorizing the reimbursement of certain
expenditures from potential proceeds of indebtedness.

SUMMARY

This report requests that City Council amend the Fiscal Year 17/18 and 18/19 Adopted
Capital Improvement Plan to include additional Moreno Valley Utility’s (MVU’s) capital
improvement projects required at this time which will support increases in demand for
electricity and improve MVU’s electrical system reliability. The total of these four
projects is estimated to be $4,100,750. Once the CIP and budget is approved, MVU
shall return to the City Council prior to the award of any contracts in compliance with the
City’s procurement policy.

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DISCUSSION

The City is experiencing rapid growth throughout, from its Edgemont community to its
east end, to its south industrial area. In order to accommodate this growth, additional
electrical infrastructure is required. MVU staff has identified a number of infrastructure
projects that are critical to support new development and improve reliability and
flexibility of the electrical system. These improvements total approximately
$12,700,750, and include completion of the Alessandro and Heacock Crosstown Ties
Projects, completion of the Electrical System Automation Project, completion of the
Mobile Advanced Metering Infrastructure (AMI) System, and four new capital
improvement projects. Based on need and timing of certain projects, MVU is currently
only requesting approval for four new capital improvement projects listed below. These
projects are essential to support new development and improve reliability of the
electrical system, and total $4,100,750. Recently, MVU has relied upon “Pay as You
Go” which utilizes fund balances and reserves to fund its improvement projects;
however, this method greatly restricts the ability of MVU to fund critical reserves. To
provide for additional future financing options based on the City Council’s direction, this
report allows for the potential reimbursement from potential proceeds from
indebtedness.

Day Street Line Extension Project

The proposed Day Street Line Extension Project (Attachment 1) will support load growth
in the City’s Edgemont community. At least three projects are proposed along the Day
Street Line Extension alignment, two of which are located within the Edgemont
Community. In order to provide electrical service to the additional load in a timely
manner, construction of the Day Street Line Extension project needs to be completed by
June 30, 2019. The project cost is estimated at $3,350,000.

Indian Interconnect Line Extension Project

The proposed Indian Interconnect Line Extension Project (Attachment 2) will
accommodate additional electrical loads in the City’s south industrial area. The
proposed electrical cable extension within Cardinal Avenue and Heacock Street will not
only accommodate additional electrical loads in the area, but also provide additional
operational flexibility on the Indian Interconnect Circuit and improve reliability in the
area. The project cost is estimated at $355,750.

Bay Avenue Line Extension Project

The proposed Bay Avenue Line Extension Project (Attachment 3) will improve electrical
system reliability to residential customers in the east end of the City. Currently this area
has only one point of connection, which may cause prolonged outages when issues
occur. Planned improvements on Bay Avenue between Bethany Road and Oliver
Street will provide a loop feed for a nearby residential subdivision. The project cost is
estimated at $320,000.

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City Corporate Yard

The recently constructed City Corporate Yard Building is served by MVU while the older
City Corporate Yard Building on Perris Boulevard is served by Southern California
Edison. The City Corporate Yard (Perris Boulevard) Building Project (Attachment 4) will
provide the necessary electrical infrastructure to provide service to the older City
Corporate Yard Building, allowing the City’s facility to be served by its utility. The project
cost is estimated at $75,000.

Attachment 5 will allow for the reimbursement of these funds if and when a bond is
issued. If the future bond issue is not approved by the City Council, MVU operating
funds will pay for the costs of these projects. Staff will examine alternative methods to
facilitate the funding of improvement projects and reserves that are critical to the
operation of MVU.

ALTERNATIVES

1. Approve and authorize the recommended actions as presented in this staff
report. This alternative will allow the implementation of electrical infrastructure
required at this time which will facilitate private development and improve the
Utility’s electrical system reliability.

2. Do not approve and authorize the recommended actions. This alternative would
delay the implementation of electrical infrastructure required at this time which
will facilitate private development and would not improve the Ultility’s electrical
system reliability.

FISCAL IMPACT

The new projects in this report will be funded through the Moreno Valley Utility. There
is no impact to the General Fund.

RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
MORENO VALLEY DECLARING ITS OFFICIAL INTENT TO
REIMBURSE PROJECT EXPENDITURES WITH BOND PROCEEDS
AND RELATED ACTIONS

WHEREAS, the City of Moreno Valley (the “City”) is a city organized and validly
existing under the Constitution and general laws of the State of California;

WHEREAS, the City and the former Community Redevelopment Agency of the City of
Moreno Valley (the “Agency”) have heretofore executed a Joint Exercise of Powers Agreement, dated as
of October 28, 1997 (the “Joint Powers Agreement”), by and between the City and the Agency, which
Joint Powers Agreement creates and establishes the Moreno Valley Public Financing Authority (the
“Authority”);

WHEREAS, pursuant to Article 4 of Chapter 5 of Division 7 of Title 1 of the
Government Code of the State of California (the “Marks-Roos Local Bond Pooling Act of 1985”) and the
Joint Powers Agreement, the Authority is authorized to issue bonds for financing and refinancing public
capital improvements whenever there are significant public benefits to be realized:;

WHEREAS, the City, together with the Authority, intends to issue and sell lease revenue
bonds (the “Bonds™) in order to finance certain capital costs relating to the further development of the
City’s electric utility (the “Project”);

WHEREAS, beginning the 60-day period prior to the date hereof, the City has paid or
incurred, or expects to pay or incur, costs with respect to the Project prior to the issuance of the Bonds in
order to finance the Project;

WHEREAS, the City also may have paid or incurred certain ‘preliminary expenditures’
in connection with the Project, which term includes architectural, engineering, surveying, soil testing,
reimbursement bond issuance, and similar costs that are incurred prior to commencement of acquisition,
construction, or rehabilitation of a project, other than land acquisition, site preparation, and similar costs
incident to commencement of construction;

WHEREAS, in order to reimburse itself for the payment, or pay unpaid costs, of the
Project, the City anticipates it will issue debt obligations in an amount not expected to exceed
$14,000,000 aggregate principal amount of the Bonds, in one or more series or issues, for the purpose of
financing costs of the Project;

WHEREAS, proceeds of such debt obligations (including the Bonds) will be allocated to
reimbursement expenditures no later than 18 months after the later of (i) the date the cost is paid, or
(ii) the date the Project (or each component thereof) is placed in service or abandoned (but in no event
more than three years after the cost is paid);

WHEREAS, the City will be the issuer of debt obligations (including the Bonds), to be
issued by the City or a related entity, to declare its reasonable official intent to reimburse prior
expenditures for the Project with proceeds of indebtedness; and

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WHEREAS, Section 1.150-2 of the Treasury Regulations requires the City to declare its
reasonable official intent to reimburse prior expenditures for the Project with proceeds of indebtedness;

(such as the Bonds) to reimburse Project expenditures paid before its obligations are issued and to finance
Project costs on a long-term basis with the proceeds of such indebtedness.

NOW THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MORENO VALLEY
HEREBY FINDS, DETERMINES, DECLARES AND RESOLVES AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. All of the recitals herein contained are true and correct and the City Council
of the City of Moreno Valley (the “City Council”) so finds.

Section 2. This Resolution is adopted by the City Council solely for purposes of
establishing compliance with the requirements of Section 1.150-2 of the Treasury Regulations. Unless
otherwise defined, terms used herein shall have the meaning set forth in the Internal Revenue Code of
1986 and in Section 1.150-2 of the Treasury Regulations. This Resolution does not bind the City to make
any expenditure, incur any indebtedness, or proceed with the Project.

Section 3. The officers, employees and agents of the City are hereby authorized and
directed, jointly and severally, to do any and all things which they may deem necessary or advisable in
order to consummate the actions herein authorized and otherwise to carry out, give effect to and comply
with the terms and intent of this Resolution.

Section 4. All actions heretofore taken by the officers, employees and agents of the City
with respect to the actions set forth above are hereby approved, confirmed and ratified.

SUMMARY

Since Fiscal Year 2015/16, the City has funded Grid Alternatives through the
Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) to provide the installation of solar electric
systems for low-income (80% AMI or lower) Moreno Valley homeowners with the assistance of
job trainees and community volunteers.

This report recommends approval of a Resolution establishing a partnership with Grid
Alternatives to promote community participation in their no-cost solar installation
program for low-income homeowners.

As a City Partner with GRID Alternatives, the City agrees to promote GRID Alternatives
Solar Energy Assistance and Training Program through the adoption of the formal City
Council resolution to support GRID and promote GRID’s Solar Energy Assistance and
Training Program benefiting low-income homeowners and local workers. The City will
also support the program by permitting GRID Alternatives to use the City name/logo on

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a joint letter that Grid Alternatives can mail to residents in the City’s CDBG area.

DISCUSSION

GRID Alternatives is a non-profit solar company that installs solar systems on qualifying
homes, providing needed savings for families struggling to make ends meet while
preparing workers for jobs in the fast-growing solar industry and cleaning the air. GRID
Alternatives is a statewide program administrator for the California Utility Commission’s
Single-Family Affordable Solar Homes (SASH) Program and was recently awarded
funds from the California’s Cap and Trade Program.

The basic program guidelines are as follows:

1) Only owner occupied single-family homes are eligible.

2) Home must be in target area as established by either the Qualified Census Tract,
as determined by the federal Housing and Urban Department, or by the
Disadvantaged Community Area, as determined by the Cap and Trade Program.

3) Applicant’s household income must be less than or equal to 80% of the area
median income (Low-Income).

4) Funds provided as a grant.

5) Average funding of $15,000 to $20,000 per project.

6) No lien recorded against the property.

7) No home equity required.

GRID Alternatives requested the City of Moreno Valley’s collaboration to market the
solar program with both the SASH and Cap and Trade funds.

The organization currently collaborates with several local cities, including Rancho
Cucamonga, Upland, Perris, Redlands and Riverside.

ALTERNATIVES

1. Approve Resolution No. 2018-XX, establishing a partnership with Grid
Alternatives to promote community participation in their no-cost solar installation
program for low-income homeowners. Approval of this Resolution shall support
use of State and Federal grant funding to support low income households. Staff
recommends this alternative.

Approve an amendment to the Evaluations of Council Appointed Positions Policy

While certain policy amendments may be presented to the City Council throughout the
fiscal year due to timing requirements or substantial changes, there are other policies
which may only require minor adjustments or grammatical corrections. As part of the
City’s continuing efforts toward transparency and to maintain updated policies, the City
Council may be presented with a comprehensive list of multiple policy updates on a

semi-annual basis.

By requiring the annual management review of policies with City

Council approvals as appropriate allows the City to further strengthen its management
practices and policies for greater operational efficiencies, transparency, and protection

of the City’s assets.

DISCUSSION

The following sets forth a summary of the proposed policy updates and key changes.

ID#3122
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Donations, Policy No. 3.05

The policy establishes procedures for the solicitation and/or acceptance of or donation of
supplies, materials, vehicles and equipment made to the City or from the City. A uniform set of
procedures shall be followed in the acceptance of or donation of property. Proper approval shall
be obtained prior to acceptance. All cash and property donated to the City shall be accounted
for in accordance with the procedures set forth within this policy.

Minor modifications are being proposed based on current operations and City Department
structures. Additionally, the policy provides reference to the City Policy 3.9, Surplus Supplies,
Materials, Vehicles and Equipment for the disposition or donation of these items made by the
City.

Identity Theft Prevention Policy No. 3.25

The policy provides rules to address identity theft and to provide protection to consumers who
conduct business with the City of Moreno Valley.

Modifications are being proposed based on current operations and to include additional
language from AB1149 was signed into law to amend Section 1798.29 of the Civil Code to
require any local agency that owns or licenses personal information to disclose any breach in
the security of that data by an unauthorized person.

Use of JTPA Students Policy No. 5.12

The policy was established to clarify and explain the federal Job Training Partnership Act
(JTPA) Program and how the students are to be used. As this program no longer exists, it is
recommended that the Council rescind the policy.

Use of City resources for Special Events and Recoqgnition Activities Policy No. 3.8

The item establishes a policy on the use of City resources, including staff time, on City-
sponsored special events and recognition activities. The policy was previously approved at the
City Manager level, this is now being requested to be approved at the City Council level to more
appropriately reflect the nature of these policies.

Evaluations of Council Appointed Positions Policy No. 2.13

The policy was established to ensure that positions appointed by City Council receive formal
evaluations by City Council on a routine basis. Such evaluations provide feedback and are key
factors in determining the compensation to be paid to those who are employed as City staff.
This policy applies to the City Manager, City Attorney, and City Clerk positions, which are
appointed by the City Council. The report has been updated to reflect current practices.

PURPOSE: To establish policy and procedures for the solicitation and/or acceptance of or donation
made to or
the City. A uniform set of procedures shall be followed in the acceptance of donation

POLICY:

. Proper approval shall be obtained prior to acceptance. All cash and
donated to the City shall be accounted for in accordance with the procedures set forth within this

policy.

(Ref. Government Code, Section 37354, Gifts and Bequests.) The City Council, or its designated
representative, may accept or reject any gift made to or by the City for any public purpose. The City
may utilize the gift as prescribed by the donor or, providing use of the gift or the income from it is not
restricted, the gift may be used for any purpose that furthers City goals and objectives as stated at the
time of acceptance.

(Ref. California Code of Regulations, Section 18944.2) A gift will be deemed a gift to a public
agency, and not a gift to a public official, if all of the following requirements are met: (a) the agency
receives and controls the payment; (b) the payment is used for official agency business; (c) the agency
determines the specific official or officials who shall use the payment; and (d) the agency memorializes
the payment in a written public record and the filing is done within 30 days of receipt of the payment
by the agency.

l. Definitions

A

Gifts: For purposes of this policy, the terms gift and donation shall be synonymous. Gifts
may be a monetary contribution or a personal and real property item which the City has accepted, and
for which the donor has not received anything of value in return from the City other than a tax benefit.
Included within the scope of this policy are donations whereby a private business sponsors or co-
sponsors an event on behalf of or in partnership with the City.

1. Donations to the City

A

Responsibility: Responsibility for management of donations shall be decentralized.
Each Department Head, with consent of the City Manager, shall have authority on behalf of the City to
accept and authorize acceptance of donations in which the total value does not exceed $3,000. All
donations with value exceeding $3,000 must be approved by City Council. The Finance

shall be responsible for managing all donations of cash and for the accounting and
inventory of all donated items.

Solicitation of Gifts: The City Manager may authorize City staff to approach companies or
organizations to request donation of goods, services, or funds to facilitate the achievement of identified
City goals. Such solicitation shall be made only with the approval of the City Manager.

Unsolicited Gifts: Unsolicited donations shall be accepted only if they have a valid use to the City.

1. Donors who wish to make a gift shall be referred to the appropriate department head. Those
gifts not specific to a given department shall be referred to the

2. In the event that the offered item does not have any practical use for the department to which
it has been presented, the donor shall be referred to the

4. Proof of Ownership: If there is a material question as to the legal ownership of the offered
item, proof of ownership shall be requested.

6. Would the item require extensive repair or maintenance, and if so, are City means readily
available to do so?

7. Does use of the item require the purchase of additional material or equipment to serve the
purpose of the gift?

8. Would acceptance of the item present a conflict of interest for the City or any of its
employees? Regardless of the value of the donation, if the donor is a contractor, potential
contractor or there is reason to believe there may be a conflict of interest, then the offer shall
be referred to the City Manager who will determine if the gift will be accepted, rejected or
submitted to Council for approval.

A Non-monetary gifts valued at $3,000 or less: Any single donation whose total value, as determined by

the donor, is $3,000 or less.

A Donation Receipt Form will be completed when donations are received, with the form
completed by City staff (Attachment I).

The Department Head will promptly acknowledge each gift by letter, thanking the donor for
the gift.

The shall be notified of the acceptance of any
capital asset. Finance shall make the necessary entries on the respective accounts and
property records to insure that the property is recorded to the account of the proper City
program. This reporting must take place no later than 30 days after the receipt of the donated
item.

If the gift is a capital asset of the type that is ordinarily handled by an asset manager, the
recipient Department staff must collaborate with the appropriate asset manager before
accepting the gift.

City Council approval. Subsequent to Council's acceptance, procedures for acceptance of
gifts in excess of $3,000 shall be the same as those in Section A above.

C. Cash Gifts:

Depositing Cash Gifts: All cash gifts shall be deposited immediately with the Finance
Department in accordance with the City's cash collection policy and procedure and shall be
accompanied by the pink copy of the Donation Receipt. Cash donations shall be deposited in
the appropriate restricted or unrestricted revenue account within the appropriate fund.

Restricted Cash Donations:

a. Donation Receipt: Restricted cash donations must be supported in Finance
Department files by the Donation Receipt signed by the donor, which identifies the
name of the donor, the amount and date of the donation, and the nature of the
restriction.

IDENTITY THEFT PREVENTION

PURPOSE

In 2003 the Fair and Accurate Credit Transactions Act (“FACT Act”) was enacted and added
several new provisions to the Fair Credit Reporting Act of 1970. The Federal Trade Commission,
(“FTC”) has established a series of rules known as the Red Flag Rules (“Rules”) which are the
regulations and guidelines that implement Section 114 of the FACT Act that may be applicable to
local agencies. These rules have been developed to address identity theft and to provide
protection to consumers who conduct business with the City of Moreno Valley.

On September 27, 2013 AB1149 was signed into law to amend Section 1798.29 of the Civil Code
to require any local agency that owns or licenses personal information to disclose any breach in
the security of that data by an unauthorized person.

Scope

This policy will apply to all departments within the City and to its related agencies such as the

Commuhity-Redevelopment Successor Agency of the City of Moreno Valley, the Moreno Valley
Community Services District and Moreno Valley Utility. This policy will also apply to any entity

that performs billing activity or manages accounts on a contractual basis on behalf of the City.
Definitions

Breach of the Security of the System: Unauthorized acquisition of computerized data that
compromises the security, identity, confidentiality or integrity of personal information maintained

by the entity.

Covered Account: An account that is used mostly for personal, family or household purposes,
and involves or is designed to permit multiple payments or transactions. Examples include utility
accounts, mortgage loans, small business loans and multiple deferred payments for use of public
facilities.

Credit: The right granted by a creditor to a debtor to defer payment of debt or to incur debts and
defer its payment or to purchase property or services and defer payment therefore.

Creditor: Any entity that regularly extends, renews or continues credit.

Program Administrator: The City Treasurer or his/her designee. The person responsible for
coordinating the implementation of the policy and program and the annual reporting for the
program.

Identifying Information: Any name or number that may be used alone or in conjunction with
any other information to identify a specific person or entity. Examples include but are not limited
to name, social security number, date of birth, drivers license and passport number.

Identity Theft: A fraud attempt or committed using the personal identifying information of
another person or entity without permission.

Personal Information: An individual’s first name or first initial and last name used in

A. The City Treasurer has oversight, fiduciary, and administrative responsibility for all
billing, accounts receivable management and cash collections performed by City staff or
on behalf of the City by contractors.

B. The City Treasurer/Program Administrator will coordinate the implementation of the
Rules, oversee the ongoing training of staff and perform ongoing monitoring and
reporting of the program.

C. Departments that utilize accounts that fit the description of “Covered Accounts” or that
provide services on a deferred payment basis will be responsible for the following

functions:
1. Training staff on Red Flag program
2. Monitoring of accounts subject to the program
3. Detection of questionable activities
4. Reporting of activities that fit the “Red Flags” criteria.

D. In the case of a breach the City Treasurer acting as the Program Administrator will
oversee the notification process but may delegate this authority as appropriate.

1V. ldentity Theft “RED FLAGS” Program (FACT Act)

A. Red Flags: Based on the types of accounts that are offered and methods that are available
to open or access accounts, the following list of Red Flags have been identified.

1. Notifications and warnings from credit reporting agencies.
a. Report of fraud accompanying a credit report.
b. Notice or report from a credit agency of a freeze on a customer or
applicant.
c. Notice or report from a credit agency of an activity that is inconsistent
with a customer’s usual pattern or activity.

b. Identification document or card on which a person’s photograph or
physical description is not consistent with the person presenting the
document.

3. Suspicious personal identifying information

a. ldentifying information presented that is inconsistent with other
information the customer provides (example: inconsistent birth dates).

b. Identifying information presented that is inconsistent with other sources
of information (for instance an address not matching an address on a
credit report).

c. ldentifying information presented that is the same as information shown
on other applications that were found to be fraudulent.

d. Identifying information presented that is consistent with fraudulent
activity (such as an invalid phone number or fictitious billing address).

e. Anaddress or phone number presented that is the same as that of another
person.

f. A person fails to provide complete personal identifying information on a
application when reminded to do so (however, by law social security
numbers must not be required).

0. A person’s identifying information is not consistent with the information
that is on file for the customer.

4. Suspicious account activity or unusual use of account

a. Change of address for an account followed by a request to change the
account holder’s name.

b. Payments stop on an otherwise consistently up-to-date account.

c. Account used in a way that is not consistent with prior use (example:
high activity levels).

d. Mail sent to the account holder is repeatedly returned as undeliverable.

e. Notice to the entity that the customer is not receiving mail sent by the
entity.

f.  Notice to the entity that an account has unauthorized activity.
Unauthorized access to or use of customer account information.

5. Alerts from others.
Notice to the entity from a customer, identity theft victim, law enforcement
or other person that it has opened or is maintaining a fraudulent account for a
person engaged in Identity Theft.

B. Detecting Red Flags
Staff will utilize the following steps to obtain and verify the identity of a person or
business associated with an account:

1. Require, by contract, that service providers have such policies and procedures in
place.
2. Require, by contract, that service providers review the City’s program and report
any Red Flags to City staff managing that contract.

V. ldentity Theft Local Agencies (AB 1149)

A. Internal Controls to Minimize or Identify System Breach
1. All City staff shall implement and follow all internal controls designed to defeat
or _identify any security breaches including but not limited to the following
control measures:

This Session will clarify to Supervisors and Managers
the details and purposes of the program.

The JTPA Counselor at MVUSD will then assign the students to the City. The City is then
responsible for assigning the students to the interested departments.

The Responsibilities of the City:

A.

The City provides Supervisors for each student to monitor the sudent’s work performance and
progress. Students take instruction and direction from their City Supervisor and the JTPA
Administrators. Other employees are not to direct the student’ swork.

The City Supervisors must fill out weekly time cards and evaluations provided by JTPA. Since
the JTPA Student’s salary comes from the federal government, these time cards must be filled out
to ensure that the students are paid.

The students must abide by all City policies and rules while performing City business, even
though they are not City employees.

The City must provide an environment in which the JTPA Students are gaining the skills needed
for future careers.

The City must use the students in accordance with Child Labor Laws and other Labor Laws as
applicable. JTPA Students are not to operate any City vehicles or power equipment. Any
employee using the students for any purpose not consistent with the laws or policies may be
subject to discipline.

The City shall abide by the following work schedule:

1 The summer employment term shall last 6-8 weeks. The student will work
approximately 6 hours aday for 4-5 days aweek.

If a problem arises between the student and the City, or if there is no longer a need for the student,
the Supervisor shall contact the Human Resources Manager. If itisin the best interests of the City
and/or the student, Human Resources will contact the counselor at MVUSD to make arrangements
for the student to be reassigned to another worksite.

To establish a policy on the use of City resources, including staff time, on City-sponsored special
events and recognition activities.

Staff time shall be limited to conducting activities necessary to organize an event, including planning
the event, ordering supplies, establishing mailing lists and setup. Staff time spent after regular hours
shall be considered voluntary unless assigned;

The Mayor, or if the Mayor is outgoing, the Mayor Pro Tem shall appoint at a Council meeting a
Council subcommittee to oversee and plan the event. Council ratification of the event is unnecessary
unless requested by a Councilmember;

City facilities may be scheduled and used for such events.

1. Staff Recognition: It shall be the policy of the City Council that it may, at its option, recognize outgoing City

employees for their service to the City. City management may also conduct recognition activities for outgoing
employees.

other community agencies. The following policies apply:

All efforts shall be made to approve special events in advance and budget for the resources necessary
to support the event. Pre-approved, budgeted events do not require City Council action unless there
are policy questions and/or the nature of the event or resources required differ substantially from the
original plan;

If an event is unbudgeted, then a report to City Council shall be prepared in advance so City Council
can determine whether it wants to allocate City resources to support such an event. Such reports shall
include an analysis of the direct and indirect costs of resources required;

The policy does not apply to private events where a use permit is required and the City fully recovers
its costs for supporting the event.

For more information on this subject, please refer to "General Management Policy #2.11, the "Special

Events Policy.

Donations for Funerals:

A

It shall be City Council policy to allow City funds to be utilized to pay for donations or flowers in
circumstances where a City officer or employee dies or has a death in the immediate family (father,
mother, brother, sister, son, daughter or spouse). Such donations shall be modest, not to exceed $60,
and shall come from the City Council Office indicating the donation is from the Mayor, City Council
and City staff. The donations are to be coordinated through the City Council office by staff in the
subject employee's operating department, and paid for from the appropriate operating budget.

It shall be City Council policy to allow City funds to be utilized to pay for (not to exceed sixty dollars
($60)) donations or flowers for funerals in circumstances such as the death of a City Council-appointed
committee member or death of a prominent community member.

It shall be City Council policy to allow the expenditure of City funds in an amount not to exceed one
hundred dollars ($100) per event for wreaths commemorating Memorial Day and Veterans' Day.

Nothing in this policy shall preclude individuals from contributing donations on behalf of themselves
or a work unit.

Special Recognition: It shall be City Council policy to allow the expenditure of City funds, in an award not to

exceed fifty dollars ($50) per circumstance, and three hundred dollars ($300) annually, for "special recognition”
purposes. Such expenditures must be authorized by the Mayor or, in his/her absence, the Mayor Pro Tem.
Expenses in excess of the limits must be approved by the City Manager. This policy does not apply to employee
recognition activities.

EVALUATIONS OF COUNCIL-APPOINTED POSITIONS

PURPOSE: The purpose of the policy is to ensure that positions appointed by City Council receive formal

Such evaluations provide feedback and are key factors
in determining the compensation to be paid to those who are employed as City staff. This policy
applies to the City Manager, City Attorney, and City Clerk positions, which are appointed by the City
Council.

It shall be the policy of City Council to conduct formal evaluations of Council-appointed employees.

B. At the conclusion of six months for new appointees.

Such evaluations shall be conducted in a format and at a time mutually agreeable to Council and employee. The
Mayor shall oversee the evaluation process.

The AssistantCity-ManagerHuman Resources Director if requested by Council
provide assistance with the evaluation process.

A confidential summary of the evaluation shall be prepared by City Council, to be provided to the employee.
Differing opinions may be included, but Council shall conclude collectively whether the subject employee’s
performance is satisfactory or unsatisfactory.

Evaluations shall be conducted in Session, with appropriate notice to be given. A form for
that purpose will be provided, but Council may choose any format to conduct and document the evaluation.

Nothing in this policy shall preclude Council from conducting evaluations more frequently, or from conducting
any other personnel sessions for its appointed employees.

RECOMMENDED ACTION

Recommendations:

1. That the City Council authorize the awarding of a contract for armored car
services to Dunbar Armored Inc.

2. That the City Council authorize the City Manager to sign the contract and any
future amendments pending the final review and approval by the City Attorney’s
Office.

3. That the City Council authorize the amendment to the Fiscal Year 2018/19
budget for the allocation of the costs of the contract.

SUMMARY

This report recommends the authorization to award a contract to Dunbar Armored Inc.
for the transportation of payments made by cash and checks from the various City
facilities where payments are accepted to the City’s depository bank. An RFP was
issued at the beginning of the year and Dunbar Armored Inc. has been selected as the
preferred vendor. The proposed contract will be for a five-year period.

With this new contract, the number of locations where pickups will be made will increase
from the current three sites, City Hall, the Conference & Recreation Center and the
Moreno Valley Utility Customer Service Center, to eight sites. The additional sites will
include the Animal Shelter, the Police Department, the Main Library, the Golf Course
and the Senior Center. With the addition of the new sites, an amendment to the Fiscal
Year 2018/19 budget will be necessary to account for the new costs related to the
additional locations.

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DISCUSSION

The City collects payments for services, recreation programs, permits and other items at
a number of locations throughout the city. In order to transport the deposits from these
collection points to the City’s bank the City utilizes armored car services. The contractor
will pick up deposits from each collection site and transport the deposits to the cash
vault for the bank where the City maintains its bank accounts. The utilization of armored
services follows best practices related to the handling and deposit of cash and makes
the transport and deposit of cash and checks more efficient. This service is part of the
City’s internal control program and will help ensure the safety of City staff since they will
not need to physically transport deposits from the collection location to either City Hall
or directly to the bank.

The City currently utilizes armored car services but in keeping with the practice of
reviewing contracts every five year an RFP was issued at the beginning of the year. As
a result of that RFP process Dunbar Armored Inc. was selected as the successful
bidder. The new contract will increase the number of locations where armored pick up
will occur from the current three locations to eight locations across the city. This
expansion of locations will improve the internal controls over the cash handling process.
First by adding the additional pickup locations we can eliminate the need for staff to
physically transport deposits to City Hall which will improve the overall safety of our
employees. Second, this new process will reduce the amount of time between when the
payment is accepted and when it is deposited and ultimately recorded at the bank.

ALTERNATIVES

Alternative 1 — Authorize the awarding of the contract for armored car services to
Dunbar Armored Inc. and authorize the City Manager to sign the contract, pending final
review and approval by the City Attorney’s Office, and any future amendments. Approve
the amendment of the budget to allocate the associated costs to the user departments
This alternative is recommended since this will allow for the immediate implementation
of the new deposit transportation process.

Alternative 2 — Do not authorize the awarding of the contract and provide staff with
additional direction. This alternative is not recommended since it will delay the
expansion of the number of the collection sites.

FISCAL IMPACT

Costs for the current contract have been included in the current budget for Fiscal Year
2018/19. The rates for the new contract have increased slightly and for the locations
that currently have appropriations to cover this service the increase is expected to be
minimal and so will be absorbed within the current budgeted levels. The addition of the
new collection locations at the Animal Shelter, the Library, the Police Department, the
Senior Center and the Golf Course will require an amendment to the budget for these
areas since this is a new service for them and was not anticipated in their current

AGREEMENT FOR ON-SITE AND/OR PROFESSIONAL SERVICES

This Agreement is made by and between the City of Moreno, California, a municipal
corporation, with its principal place of business at 14177 Frederick Street, Moreno

STANDARD TERMS AND CONDITIONS:

Control of Work. Contractor is solely responsible for the content and
sequence of the work, and will not be subject to control and direction as to the
details and means for accomplishing the anticipated results of services. The
City will not provide any training to Contractor or his/her/its employees.

Intent of Parties. Contractor is, and at all times shall be, an independent
contractor and nothing contained herein shall be construed as making the
Contractor or any individual whose compensation for services is paid by the
Contractor, an agent or employee of the City, or authorizing the Contractor to
create or assume any obligation or liability for or on behalf of the City, or
entitling the Contractor to any right, benefit, or privilege applicable to any
officer or employee of the City.

Subcontracting. Contractor may retain or subcontract for the services of other
necessary contractors with the prior written approval of the City.

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Agreement (“City’s Representative”). Contractor shall not accept direction or
orders from any person other than the City’s Representative or his or her
designee.

. Contractor’s Representative. Contractor hereby Kendall Stahly, or his or her
designee, to act as its representative for the performance of this Agreement
(“Contractor’s Representative). Contractor’s Representative shall have full
authority to represent and act on behalf of the Contractor for all purposes
under this Agreement. The Contractor’s Representative shall supervise and
direct the services, using his or her best skill and attention, and shall be
responsible for all means, methods, techniques, sequences and procedures and
for the satisfactory coordination of all portions of the services under this
Agreement.

. Legal Considerations. The Contractor shall comply with applicable federal,
state, and local laws in the performance of this Agreement. Contractor shall
be liable for all violations of such laws and regulations in connection with
services. If the Contractor performs any work knowing it to be contrary to
such laws, rules and regulations and without giving written notice to the City,
Contractor shall be solely responsible for all costs arising therefrom.
Contractor shall defend, indemnify and hold City, its officials, directors,
officers, employees and agents free and harmless, pursuant to the
indemnification provisions of this Agreement, from any claim or liability
arising out of any failure or alleged failure to comply with such laws, rules or
regulations.

Standard of Care; Performance of Employees. Contractor shall perform all
services under this Agreement in a skillful and competent manner, consistent
with the standards generally recognized as being employed by professionals in
the same discipline in the State of California. Contractor represents and
maintains that it is skilled in the profession necessary to perform the services.
Contractor warrants that all employees and subcontractor shall have sufficient
skill and experience to perform the services assigned to them. Finally,
Contractor represents that it, its employees and subcontractors have all
licenses, permits, qualifications and approvals of whatever nature that are
legally required to perform the services and that such licenses and approvals
shall be maintained throughout the term of this Agreement. Any employee of
the Contractor or its subcontractors who is determined by the City to be
uncooperative, incompetent, a threat to the adequate or timely completion of
the project, a threat to the safety of persons or property, or any employee who
fails or refuses to perform the services in a manner acceptable to the City,
shall be promptly removed from the project by the Contractor and shall not be
re-employed to perform any of the services or to work on the project.

This Agreement
may be modified or amended only by a subsequent written Agreement signed
by both parties. Assignment of this Agreement is prohibited without prior
written consent.

O. (@)  The City may terminate the whole or any part of this Agreement at any
time without cause by giving at least thirty (30) days written notice to the
Contractor. The written notice shall specify the date of termination. Upon
receipt of such notice, the Contractor may continue work through the date of
termination, provided that no work or service(s) shall be commenced or
continued after receipt of the notice which is not intended to protect the
interest of the City. The City shall pay the Contractor within thirty (30) days
after receiving any invoice after the date of termination for all non-objected to
services performed by the Contractor in accordance herewith through the date
of termination.

(b)  Either party may terminate this Agreement for cause. In the event the
City terminates this Agreement for cause, the Contractor shall perform no
further work or service(s) under the Agreement unless the notice of
termination authorizes such further work.

(c) If this Agreement is terminated as provided herein, City may require
Contractor to provide all finished or unfinished documents and data and other
information of any kind prepared by Contractor in connection with the
performance of services under this Agreement. Contractor shall be required to
provide such documents and other information within fifteen (15) days of the
request.

(d) Inthe event this Agreement is terminated in whole or in part as provided
herein, City may procure, upon such terms and in such manner as it may
determine appropriate, similar to those terminated.

P. Payment. Payments to the Contractor pursuant to this Agreement will be
reported to Federal and State taxing authorities as required. The City will not
withhold any sums from compensation payable to Contractor. Contractor is
independently responsible for the payment of all applicable taxes. Where the
payment terms provide for compensation on a time and materials basis, the
Contractor shall maintain adequate records to permit inspection and audit of
the Contractor’s time and materials charges under the Agreement. Such
records shall be retained by the Contractor for three (3) years following
completion of the services under the Agreement.

Q. Restrictions on City Employees. The Contractor shall not employ any City
employee or official in the work performed pursuant to this Agreement. No
officer or employee of the City shall have any financial interest in this
Agreement in violation of federal, state, or local law.

R. Choice of Law and Venue. The laws of the State of California shall govern
the rights, obligations, duties, and liabilities of the parties to this Agreement,
and shall govern the interpretation of this Agreement. Any legal proceeding
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arising from this Agreement shall be brought in the appropriate court located
in Riverside County, State of California.

. No Third Party Beneficiaries. There are no intended third party beneficiaries
of any right or obligation assumed by the parties.

. Counterparts. This Agreement may be signed in counterparts, each of which
shall constitute an original.

. Invalidity; Severability. If any portion of this Agreement is declared invalid,
illegal, or otherwise unenforceable by a court of competent jurisdiction, the
remaining provisions shall continue in full force and effect.

RECOMMENDED ACTION

Recommendation:
1. Approve an Amendment to the Fund Balance and Financial Reserves Policy.
SUMMARY

The City of Moreno Valley is dedicated to maintaining the fiscal stability of the City. It is
essential that adequate levels of unrestricted funds be maintained to mitigate financial
risk that can occur from unforeseen revenue fluctuations, unanticipated expenditures,
and/or other similar circumstances. This policy provides guidance on establishing and
maintaining reasonable levels of reserves in both governmental and proprietary funds.

Following the City Council’s adoption of this policy on February 7, 2017, staff is
proposing an amendment, which would commit the lessor of $500,000 or 20% of the
year-end surplus to fund accrued liabilities. All remaining funds may be allocated based
on future direction from the City Council. The policy amendments also provide
additional language for clarification.

DISCUSSION

The City of Moreno Valley is dedicated to maintaining the fiscal stability of the City. It is
essential that adequate levels of unrestricted funds be maintained to mitigate financial
risk that can occur from unforeseen revenue fluctuations, unanticipated expenditures,
and/or other similar circumstances. This policy provides guidance on establishing and
maintaining reasonable levels of reserves in both governmental and proprietary funds.

In addition, this policy improves financial reporting by establishing fund balance

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classifications that create a hierarchy based on the extent to which the City is bound to
observe spending constraints that govern how the City can use amounts reported in the
governmental fund balance sheet.

Following the great recession, through the direction of the City Council the City has
been able to re-establish the prior reserve fund balances. The policy creates a structure
where the City’s current General Fund unassigned reserve funds are further identified
for purposes such as cash flow needs, economic uncertainty, and emergency funds.
The use of these funds along with requirements for the replenishment of the minimum
reserve levels will provide greater stability for the City in the future and support
additional financial controls.

The proposed policy amendments will further provide financial strength by committing

certain funds to reduce liabilities including, but not limited to, accrued leave, other post-
employment benefits (OPEB), and pension obligations.

ALTERNATIVES

1. Approve an amendment to the Fund Balance and Financial Reserves Policy.
This alternative is recommended so that the City’s policies will provide guidance
for the future use of reserves and surpluses.

2. Not approve an amendment to the Fund Balance and Financial Reserves Policy.
This alternative is not recommended since it will limit guidance for the future use
of reserves and surpluses.

PURPOSE:

SCOPE:

DEFINITIONS:

The City of Moreno Valley is dedicated to maintaining the fiscal stability of the City. It is essential
that adequate levels of unrestricted funds be maintained to mitigate financial risk that can occur
from unforeseen revenue fluctuations, unanticipated expenditures, and/or other similar
circumstances. This policy will provide guidance on establishing and maintaining reasonable
levels of reserves in both governmental and proprietary funds. In addition, this policy will improve
financial reporting by establishing fund balance classifications that create a hierarchy based on the
extent to which the City is bound to observe spending constraints that govern how the City can use
amounts reported in the governmental fund balance sheet.

As referencing governmental funds, this policy in conjunction with Resolution 2011-62 (adopted
June 14, 2011) satisfies the requirements of Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB)
Statement No. 54.

Capital Projects Funds: are used to account for all financial resources restricted, committed or assigned to

expenditures for acquisition or construction of capital assets.

Debt Service Funds: are used to account for all financial resources restricted, committed or assigned to

expenditures for principal and interest.

HEIV. Fund Balance: is the excess of total assets as compared to total liabilities in a governmental fund.

A

Fund Balances are listed under five categories:

1. Non-spendable: Amounts that cannot be spent because they are either not in the
spendable form or are legally and contractually required to be maintained intact.

2. Restricted: Amounts that are constrained on the use of resources by external creditors,
grantors, contributor, or laws or regulations of other governments; or, by law through
constitutional provisions or enabling legislature.

3. Committed: Amounts that can be used only for the specific purposes pursuant to
constraints imposed by formal action of the government’s highest authority, City
Council.

4. Assigned: Amounts that are constrained by the government’s intent to be used for

specific purposes, but are neither restricted nor committed.

5. Unassigned: the residual amounts that have not been restricted, committed, or assigned to
specific purposes.

General Funds: are used to account for all financial resources not accounted for and reported in another

Operating Expenditures: All expenses excluding Capital Improvement Projects, Capital Assets and

Transfers In/Out.

VI, Permanent Funds: are used to account for resources restricted to the extent that only earnings, and not

principal, may be used for purposes that support the City’s purposes.

VIII. _ Special Revenue Funds: are used to account and report the proceeds of specific revenue sources that are

restricted or committed to expenditures for specific purposes other than debt services or capital projects.

VEIX.  Unaudited Actual: Estimated operating expenses as of June 30 every vear.

POLICY:

l. Fund Balance Classification in Governmental Funds

A

GASB 54 outlines the requirement to report the fund balance for governmental funds in specific
classifications, which create a hierarchy primarily based on the extent to which the City is bound
to the constraints on the specific purposes for which funds can be spent.

1. The Fund Balance consists of the following five categories:
a. Non-spendable
b. Restricted
c. Committed
d. Assigned
e. Unassigned

An individual governmental fund could include non-spendable resources and amounts that are
restricted, committed, assigned, unassigned, or any combination of those classifications.

Restricted amounts are to be considered spent when expenditure is incurred for purposes for which
both restricted and unrestricted fund balance is available and committed or assigned.

Unassigned amounts are considered to have been spent when expenditure is incurred for purposes
which amounts in any of these unrestricted fund balance classifications can be used.

Commitments may be changed or lifted only by the government taking the same formal action that
imposed the constraint originally.

The general fund is the only fund that may report a positive unassigned fund balance.

1. In other funds, the unassigned classification should be used only to report a deficit
balance from overspending for specific purposes for which amounts had been restricted,
committed, or assigned.

Stabilization Arrangements

1. Per GASB 54, governments have the option to formally set aside unrestricted fund
balance amounts to use for budget or revenue stabilization, working capital needs, and

contingencies or emergencies.

a. The authority to set aside such amounts can be established by statute, ordinance,
or resolution.

b. These amounts are subject to controls that dictate the circumstances under which
they can be spent.

c. The formal action that imposes the parameters for spending should identify and
describe the specific circumstances under which a need for stabilization arises.

i Those circumstances should be such that they would not be expected to
occur routinely.
d. Stabilization amounts should be reported in the general fund as restricted or
committed if they meet the criteria of restricted or committed fund balance.

e. A stabilization arrangement would satisfy the criteria to be reported as a separate
special revenue fund only if the resources derive from the specific restricted or
committed revenue source.

Committing Fund Balance

A For the City of Moreno Valley, the City Council is the highest level of decision-making authority.

B. The formal action that is required to be taken to establish, modify, or rescind a fund balance
commitment is a resolution approved by the Council at a City Council meeting.

1. The resolution must either be approved or rescinded, as applicable, prior to the last day of
the fiscal year for which the commitment is made.

2. The amount subject to the constraint may be determined in the subsequent period.

Assigned Fund Balance

A The City Council has authorized the City Manager as the official authorized to assign fund balance
to a specific purpose as approved by this fund balance policy.

1. Such assignments cannot exceed the available (spendable, unrestricted, uncommitted)
fund balance in any particular year.

Reporting Encumbrances

A Encumbering amounts in governmental funds for specific purposes for which resources have
already been restricted, committed, or assigned should not result in separate display of
encumbered amounts.

B. Encumbered amounts for specific purposes for which amounts have not been previously restricted,
committed, or assigned, will be classified as committed or assigned, as appropriate, based on the
definitions and criteria set forth in GASB Statement No. 54.

Hierarchy of Fund Balance Use

A When multiple categories of fund balance are available for expenditures, the City will spend the
most restricted funds first before moving down the category with available funds in the following
order:

VI. Minimum Level of Fund Balance/Net Assets
A. General Fund
1. It is the goal of the City to achieve and maintain a minimum unrestricted (committed,

assigned and unassigned) fund balance in its General Fund.

a. Committed Fund Balance for Financial Stabilization Arrangement

The City’s General Fund balance committed for Operating Reserve
Stabilization is established at a minimum goal of 12% of the General
Fund’s eurrent-operating expenditures.

1) These funds are to be used for catastrophic events, major
emergencies, or in periods of severe fiscal crisis.

An Operating Reserve Stabilization Fund Balance in the General Fund
is established for the purpose of providing funds for an urgent
catastrophic event or major disaster that affects the safety of residents,
employees, or property (e.g. earthquake, wildfires, terrorist attack, etc.)

1) The recognition of an urgent event must be established by the
City Council by adoption of a resolution explaining the nature
of the fiscal crisis and requires approval by a majority vote of
the City Council.

2) A budget revision must be approved by the City Council. A
maximum of 50% of the prior fiscal year ending balance in the
Operating Reserve Stabilization Fund may be drawn.

3) The City Council must approve and adopt a plan to restore the
fund balance per Section VII, if the fund balance falls below
the minimum requirement.

b. Assigned Fund Balance

The City’s assigned fund balance for Economic Uncertainty Reserve is
established at a minimum of 10% of the General Fund’s eurrent
operating expenditures.

1) These funds are to be used during times of severe economic
distress such as recessionary periods, State raids on local
resources, or other impactful unforeseen events, which greatly
diminish the financial ability of the City to deliver core
services.

2) The Economic Uncertainty Reserve will be used during

periods of economic distress as measured by one of the
following triggers:

a) Consumer Price Index exceeds the index for the
previous year by more than five percent for two
consecutive years.

b) Local unemployment rate exceeds 9% for three
consecutive quarters.

c) The rate of inflation exceeds the growth in property
tax revenue by 5% for two consecutive fiscal years.

d) Significant State take-aways of revenue totaling more
than 5% of total revenue in a given fiscal year.

e) Sales Tax revenue falls by 5% over the previous
quarter.

Once the City Council or their designee (City Manager or Chief
Financial Officer) has determined that it is necessary to draw down
fund balance, a resolution approving the additional appropriation shall
be made at the next City Council meeting accompanied by a formal
report explaining the nature of the fiscal crisis and the plan to restore
the fund balance per Section VII..

c. Unassigned Fund Balance

B. Special Revenue Funds

The City will achieve and maintain a minimum unassigned fund
balance in its General Fund of no less than two months (17%) with a
maximum of 35% of the regular Ggeneral Ffund’s operating
expenditures.

1) The minimum fund balance is to protect against cash flow
shortfalls related to timing of projected revenue receipts and to
maintain budgeted level of services.

The City Council must approve and adopt a plan to restore the fund
balance per Section VII, if the fund balance falls below the minimum
requirement.

1. Special revenue funds are created to account for the proceeds from specific revenue
sources that are legally restricted for specific purposes (e.g. CSD zones, grants, gas tax).

2. Each fund is unique based on the timing of revenue receipts.

a. No specific minimum fund balance requirement is created by this policy.

b. Each fund must adhere to any underlying guidelines attached to that revenue
source.
C. Debt Service Funds
1. The minimum fund balance requirement for any outstanding issue will be consistent with

the bond covenants.
D. Capital Projects Funds

1. Capital projects funds are created to account for resources set aside to construct or
acquire fixed assets or improvements.

2. These projects may extend beyond one fiscal year.
3. No specific amount for minimum fund balance is required per this policy.
E. Enterprise Funds
1. Enterprise funds should strive for positive net operating income to provide for necessary

operating and capital expenses while maintaining sufficient debt service coverage ratios.

2. A specific percentage or dollar amount will vary due to the considerations for working
capital, debt coverage, asset replacement, rate stabilization, and revenue volatility.

3. Moreno Valley Utility shall develop a separate Financial Reserves Policy.
F. Internal Service Funds
1. Internal Service Funds, by nature are designed to operate on a break--even basis for

operations, while, if applicable, accruing additional funds to finance future capital costs
or potential liabilities.

a. General Liability

i. The minimum fund balance requirement will be based on the actuarial
recommended funding level at June 30" each fiscal year.

b. Workers” Compensation

i. The minimum fund balance requirement will be based on the actuarial
recommended funding level at June 30" each fiscal year.

aC. Technology Maintenance and Replacement

i. The City’s computer network, communications systems, desktop and
peripheral hardware, and technology software expenses are accounted
for in the technology internal service fund.

ii. This fund is utilized for periodic replacement of desktop computers, the
annual expense related to enterprise-wide software licenses, upgrades

to servers and networks, and maintenance and upkeep of the
communications system.

This policy establishes a minimum reserve level of 75%, with a
maximum of 150% of the recorded purchase price for the current assets
at June 30" each fiscal year. The maximum reserve level exceeds
100% to allow for the cost increases related to future replacement value
for the equipment.

Facilities Maintenance and Replacement

The facilities internal service fund is responsible for costs related to
routine maintenance (i.e., custodial services) and major rehabilitation
(i.e., roof replacement) of City buildings.

The City maintains a long-term, facilities master plan that is utilized to
guide long-range budgeting for major building expenses.

This policy establishes a minimum reserve level of 3:.5%, with a

maximum of 10% of the recorded purchase price for the current assets

at June 30" each fiscal year.

1) The lower reserve levels are established based on the longer life
of the facilities and the potential of available financing for these
types of assets.

Fleet Maintenance and Replacement

The City has a fleet of rolling stock and other equipment that is maintained
and replaced through the equipment internal service fund.

The City’s Public Works and Parks and Community Services
Departments comprise the largest users of and contributors to the
equipment internal service fund.

This fund receives operating resources from Departments in order to
provide for fleet maintenance (annual ongoing costs) and to fund the
regular replacement of major pieces of equipment (primarily rolling
stock) at their economic obsolescence.

This policy establishes a minimum reserve level of 50%, with a
maximum of 100% of the recorded purchase price for the current assets
at June 30" each fiscal year.

1) The definition of rolling stock includes such equipment as
Public Works utility trucks, and Parks and Community
Services utility vehicles.

2) The replacement value shall be that updated and used annually
as part of the budget development process.

i. The City has equipment that is maintained and replaced through the
equipment internal service fund.

ii. This fund receives operating resources from Departments in order to
provide for equipment maintenance (annual ongoing costs) and to fund
the regular replacement of major pieces of equipment at their economic
obsolescence.

iii. This policy establishes a minimum reserve level of 75%, with a
maximum of 150% of the recorded purchase price for the current assets
at June 30" each fiscal year. The maximum reserve level exceeds
100% to allow for the cost increases related to future replacement value
for the equipment.

eq. Compensated Absences

i This fund should allocate all of the costs related to maintaining a highly
functioning full-time and part-time work force.

ii. The major expenses allocated to each Department and Program through
this fund is compensated absences/annual leave.

iii. The minimum reserve level is set at 25% of the current liability for
compensated absences_at June 30" each fiscal year, with a maximum of
100%.

iv. This policy states that the fund balance level for the compensated
absences fund will be calculated using the total amount of compensated
absences, as noted in the CAFR “Long-Term Debt (Note 6)” for
Governmental and Internal Service Funds.Statement-of Net-Position>

1) This amount represents the total outstanding liability of all
accrued employee annual leave that is eligible to be paid to the
employees at separation.

V. Using “compensated absences” as a measurement for appropriate fund
balance allows for one type of liability to be covered.

1) Being able to show how the “compensated absences” liability
could be fully covered, if in the highly unlikely scenario the
entire amount needed to be converted to an expense, is a
useful metric upon which to base a reserve level policy.

When the General Fund’s minimum fund balance falls below the required thresholds, the City
Council must approve and adopt a plan to restore this balance to the target minimum level within
five years using the following budget strategies:

1. The City will use budget surplus or,

2. The City will reduce recurring expenditures to eliminate any structural deficit or,
3. The City will increase revenues or pursue other fund sources, or,

4, A combination of the three options above.

Unless a repayment plan is pre-established at the time reserves are allocated, Staff shall bring for
Council consideration a replenishment plan, within 90-days of allocation from the reserve.

1. It would be Council’s expectation that every effort would be made to replenish the
reserve as soon as it is financially feasible and practical to do so.

If the reserve cannot be replenished by the next annual budget, a repayment plan not to exceed five
years should be approved by Council by a majority vote.

Deficit Unassigned Fund Balance

A If the General Fund fund balance or net asset balance is not positive at any year--end, the City
shall develop a funding plan and a timeframe to bring it into a positive state.
The unassigned fund balance deficit in General Fund will be restored through the same steps as set
forth in Section VII.

financial status at that time interval.

RECOMMENDED ACTION

Recommendations: That the City Council:

1. Authorize an amendment to the contract with Tyler Technologies for the
purchase and implementation of the Tyler Content Manager Module in a format
and content approved by the City Attorney.

2. Authorize the City Manager to sign the Amendment.

3. Authorize the expenditure and issuance of a purchase order to Tyler
Technologies in the amount of $80,000 for the purchase and implementation of

the software.

4. That the City Council authorize the amendment to the Fiscal Year 2018/19
budget as set forth in the Fiscal Impact section of this report.

SUMMARY

This report recommends the authorization of the amendment to the contract with Tyler
Technologies (Tyler) to purchase and implement the Tyler Content Manager (TCM)
Module. The current Document Management System (DMS) is unable to integrate
directly with Tyler products. Purchasing and implementing this module will allow staff to
capture, deliver, manage and archive electronic information more efficiently than the
current DMS module. The DMS is required to maintain and store documentation for
transactions within the City’s Tyler financial accounting system.

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DISCUSSION

The City entered into an agreement with New World Systems (NWS) in 2011 for the
purchase of Logos.net, NWS’s Enterprise Resource Planning (ERP) software suite.
The agreement included software licensing, implementation costs, and six years of
maintenance and support. The contract was approved by the City Council on May 10,
2011 and covered the period May 10, 2011 — May 31, 2017.

Although already authorized by Council on May 10, 2011, as part of the agreement
detailed in the previous paragraph, all scheduled annual payments for software
maintenance are documented in an annual memo which itemizes 625010 (Software
Maintenance/Support/License) expenditures. The memo provides the details of annual
software and hardware payments; it also provides Purchasing and Accounts Payable
staff with supporting documentation and authorization for these payments.

Tyler acquired NWS on November 16, 2015. A one-year agreement, with optional
renewal triggered by a subsequent agreement or payment of annual fees, was provided
by Tyler to continue maintenance and support beginning June 1, 2017. The vendor
name was changed on the annual memo to reflect the new company’s name.

Since then, the City has purchased Tyler Cashiering, Tyler CAFR Builder Tool and Tyler
Transparency.

Tyler's Content Manager (an add-on tool to manage our forms processing, financial
library, payroll library and project planning services) is available at the cost of $80,000
(software, services and implementation). This software would replace the current
Document Management system, SIRE. There is adequate funding from the equipment
replacement fund to support this purchase and if approved will be added to the Tyler -
New World ERP line item in the annual memo for authorization of subsequent
maintenance payments.

ALTERNATIVES

1. Authorize the amendment to the Tyler Technologies contract, authorize the City
Manager to sign the amendment subject to form and content approval by the City
Attorney, and authorize the expenditure of $80,000. This alternative is
recommended since this will provide the authorization to begin the
implementation project to replace the current transparency software and improve
the level of customer service.

2. Do not authorize the amendment to the Tyler Technologies contract and provide
staff with additional direction. This alternative is not recommended since this will
result in the continued use of the current software which is unable to integrate
with the City’s primary financial system.

FISCAL IMPACT
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The purchase and implementation of the Tyler Transparency modules will cost
approximately $80,000 and will be funded from existing equipment replacement funds.

RECOMMENDED ACTION

Recommendations: That the City Council:

1. Authorize a change order to increase Blanket Purchase Order #2018-434 to
BMW Motorcycles of Riverside from $35,000 to $70,000 for FY17/18 year-end
expenses.

SUMMARY

This report is recommending an approval to increase Purchase Order #2018-434, for
BMW Motorcycles of Riverside from a not-to-exceed amount of $35,000 to $70,000.
This vendor provides routine maintenance and repairs to the fleet of motorcycles
operated by the Traffic Division in the Moreno Valley Police Department. This vendor
also provides repairs to the motorcycles when unforeseen damages occur.

The increase to the purchase order will allow payment of projected invoices through
June 30, 2018.

DISCUSSION

The Moreno Valley Police Department creates an annual blanket purchase order to
cover costs for maintenance and repairs needed to the fleet of motorcycles operated by
the Traffic Division. When this purchase order was initially created, the three-year
average for repair costs was approximately $30,500. Considering some of the fleet had
excessive mileage, it was decided to allocate $35,000 to the blanket purchase order to
cover any unexpected repairs.

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As anticipated, there were unforeseen repairs needed to some of the motorcycle fleet,
resulting in increased maintenance and repair costs. Those unexpected repair costs, in
addition to the regular annual maintenance cost, are estimated at $70,000 year-end.

The department solely uses BMW Motorcycles of Riverside to maintain the terms of the
warranty given when the motorcycles are purchased. If repairs are made by other
vendors, the warranties could be voided.

ALTERNATIVES

1. Approve the increase to Purchase Order #2018-434, for a not-to-exceed amount of
$70,000 to cover estimated costs associated with maintenance and repairs to the
motorcycle fleet operated by the Traffic Division of the Moreno Valley Police
Department. Staff recommends this alternative.

2. Do not Approve the increase to Purchase Order #2018-434, for a not-to-exceed
amount of $70,000 to cover estimated costs associated with maintenance and
repairs to the motorcycle fleet operated by the Traffic Division of the Moreno Valley
Police Department. Staff does not recommend this alternative.

FISCAL IMPACT

The Moreno Valley Police Department will be absorbing these costs into the FY2017-18
budget allocation.

RECOMMENDED ACTION

Recommendations:

1. Approve the Agreement for On-Site and/or Professional Services for Landscape
Maintenance — Water Quality Basins (WQB) (“Agreement”) with Natures Image,
Inc., 20361 Hermana Circle, Lake Forest, CA 92630, to provide landscape and
irrigation maintenance services associated with the water quality basins for a not-
to-exceed amount of $807,584.00.

2. Authorize the City Manager to execute the Agreement with Natures Image, Inc.
and authorize the Public Works Director/City Engineer to execute subsequent
amendments to the Agreement, in accordance with its terms, subject to the
approval of the City Attorney and provided sufficient funding appropriations and
program approvals have been granted by the City Council.

SUMMARY

This report recommends award of the Agreement to provide landscape and irrigation
maintenance services for areas associated with the WQBs. The Agreement is for a
five-year term and is subject to an annual inflationary adjustment.

ID#3023
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Funding for the landscape and irrigation maintenance services is provided through a
parcel charge collected as part of the annual property tax bill. It is only applied to those
properties receiving benefit from the WQB and where it was previously approved to be
levied on the property tax bill.

DISCUSSION

To comply with State and Federal National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System
(NPDES) mandates, the City requires residential developments to construct and
maintain WQBs. The WQBSs, identified in Exhibit A of the Agreement (Attachment 1), are
owned by the homeowner’s association (HOA) for each residential development and
maintained by the City pursuant to the terms of a maintenance agreement between the
HOA and the City. At the time of project development, the property owner approved a
Proposition 218 mail ballot proceeding, which authorized the City to collect the funding
for the maintenance of the WQBs on the annual property tax bill. Funds collected for the
NPDES program are restricted and can only be used for the purpose for which they
were collected.

The current frequency of landscape maintenance provided to the WQBs is the City’s
standard frequency of service, Level 1 (4-week rotation). Should funding become
insufficient to maintain the WQBs at Level 1 during the term of the Agreement, the HOA
and City will revisit the terms of the maintenance agreement.

Maintenance of the landscaping associated with the WQBs is performed by licensed
and insured landscape contractors. The contractors are selected through a competitive
procurement process every five-years, consistent with the City’s Procurement Policy.
The scope of work is categorized as either Base Work or Additional Work:

Base Work is the regular, routine landscape maintenance service provided
to the WQB, and its adjacent parkway (if applicable), vegetation, forebays
and outlet structures, and sand beds. It includes pruning and trimming of
shrubs, bushes and ground coverings, litter removal, fertilization of
shrubs/bushes and groundcovers, and pesticide applications. Also
included is routine monitoring of the irrigation system. The cost for this
service is a set monthly cost. A Frequency of Services table is included in
Exhibit E of the Agreement.

Additional Work includes additional labor and material costs for irrigation
repairs, plant material replacement, and supplemental fertilizer
applications. The cost of these services varies based upon the needs and
financial resources of each WQB during the term of the Agreement. The
costs for the Additional Work are billed based on the unit prices as
included in the Agreement.

PROCUREMENT PROCESS
On January 16, 2018, a Request for Proposal (RFP) for landscape and irrigation

maintenance services for the WQBs was issued using the City’s electronic bid and
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vendor management system (Planetbids). Two Hundred and Two entities were notified
of the RFP and nine attended the optional pre-submittal meeting. Four responses were
received before the RFP due date of 10:00 a.m. on March 5, 2018.

The RFP requested information on the proposer’'s: 1) ability to provide the services; 2)
gualified staffing and equipment to perform services; 3) references; and 4) costs for
various frequencies of service (i.e. service levels) and additional work. Evaluations of
the responses were independently completed by representatives from the Maintenance
& Operations Division, Parks & Community Services Department, and Land
Development Division, all of whom have landscape maintenance and/or contract
management experience. Natures Image, Inc. (the “Contractor”) was the top ranked
proposer.

Staff recommends: 1) award of the Agreement to the Contractor; 2) authorizing the City
Manager to execute it; and, 3) authorizing the Public Works Director/City Engineer to
approve all future amendments (e.g. acceptance of new territory for maintenance and
establishment of the annual scope of work and budget), in accordance with the terms of
the Agreement and subject to the approval of the City Attorney. Such amendments
shall only be entered into provided it is within the authorized not-to-exceed amount and
provided sufficient funding appropriations and program approvals have been granted by
the City Council. Allowing the Public Works Director/City Engineer to amend the
Agreement, allows for adjustments in service levels, additional work services, and
funding to continue work for each fiscal year included within the five-year term without a
delay in service.

This action meets the Strategic Plan Priorities by managing and maximizing Moreno
Valley’s public infrastructure to ensure an excellent quality of life, develop and implement
innovative, cost effective infrastructure maintenance programs, public facilities
management strategies, and capital improvement programming and project delivery.

ALTERNATIVES

1. Approve the Agreement for Landscape Maintenance — WQB with Natures Image,
Inc. and related recommended actions as presented in this staff report. Staff
recommends this alternative to provide uninterrupted maintenance of the landscape
and irrigation associated with the WQBs.

2. Do not approve the Agreement with Natures Image, Inc. Staff does not recommend
this alternative as it will cause an interruption in the maintenance of the landscape
and irrigation associated with the WQBs. Additional costs may be incurred to obtain
another landscape maintenance contractor with no guarantee that a more qualified
contractor can be found at a better cost.

3. Do not approve the Agreement with Natures Image, Inc. but continue the item to a
future City Council meeting. Staff does not recommend this alternative as it will
cause an interruption in the maintenance of the landscape and irrigation associated
with the WQBs.

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FISCAL IMPACT

Administration and maintenance costs to provide the landscape and irrigation
maintenance services is funded through a property owner approved parcel charge,
which is levied on the property tax bills. Revenue from the parcel charge can only be
used for maintenance services and administrative costs associated with the WQBs and
the NPDES program. Costs for these services are included in the City’s FY 2018/19
Adopted Budget and are allocated in the amounts as shown in the following table.

This Agreement is made by and between the City of Moreno Valley and Moreno Valley

2. CONTRACTOR SERVICES, FEES, AND RELEVANT DATES:

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persons or property, shall be promptly removed from the project by the
Contractor at the request of the City. The key personnel for performance of
this Agreement are as follows: Michelle Caruana.

. City’s Representative. The City hereby designates the City Manager, or his or
her designee, to act as its representative for the performance of this
Agreement (“City’s Representative”). Contractor shall not accept direction or
orders from any person other than the City’s Representative or his or her
designee.

. Contractor’s Representative. Contractor hereby designates Michelle Caruana,
or his or her designee, to act as its representative for the performance of this
Agreement (“Contractor’s Representative”).  Contractor’s Representative
shall have full authority to represent and act on behalf of the Contractor for all
purposes under this Agreement. The Contractor’s Representative shall
supervise and direct the services, using his or her best skill and attention, and
shall be responsible for all means, methods, techniques, sequences and
procedures and for the satisfactory coordination of all portions of the services
under this Agreement.

Contractor shall
be liable for all violations of such laws and regulations in connection with
services. If the Contractor performs any work knowing it to be contrary to
such laws, rules and regulations and without giving written notice to the City,
Contractor shall be solely responsible for all costs arising therefrom.
Contractor shall defend, indemnify and hold City, its officials, directors,
officers, employees and agents free and harmless, pursuant to the
indemnification provisions of this Agreement, from any claim or liability
arising out of any failure or alleged failure to comply with such laws, rules or
regulations.

Standard of Care; Performance of Employees. Contractor shall perform all
services under this Agreement in a skillful and competent manner, consistent
with the standards generally recognized as being employed by professionals in
the same discipline in the State of California. Contractor represents and
maintains that it is skilled in the profession necessary to perform the services.
Contractor warrants that all employees and subcontractor shall have sufficient
skill and experience to perform the services assigned to them. Finally,
Contractor represents that it, its employees and subcontractors have all
licenses, permits, qualifications and approvals of whatever nature that are
legally required to perform the services and that such licenses and approvals
shall be maintained throughout the term of this Agreement. Any employee of
the Contractor or its subcontractors who is determined by the City to be
uncooperative, incompetent, a threat to the adequate or timely completion of
the project, a threat to the safety of persons or property, or any employee who
fails or refuses to perform the services in a manner acceptable to the City,
shall be promptly removed from the project by the Contractor and shall not be
re-employed to perform any of the services or to work on the project.

Contractor Indemnification. Contractor shall indemnify, defend and hold the
City, the Moreno Valley Housing Authority, and the Moreno Valley
Community Services District (CSD), their officers, agents and employees
harmless from any and all claims, damages, losses, causes of action and
demands, including, without limitation, the payment of all consequential
damages, expert witness fees, reasonable attorney’s fees and other related
costs and expenses, incurred in connection with or in any manner arising out
of Contractor’s performance of the work contemplated by this Agreement and
this Agreement. Acceptance of this Agreement signifies that the Contractor is
not covered under the City’s general liability insurance, employee benefits, or
worker’s compensation. It further establishes that the Contractor shall be fully
responsible for such coverage. Contractor’s obligation to indemnify shall
survive expiration or termination of this Agreement, and shall not be restricted
to insurance proceeds, if any, received by the City, the Moreno Valley
Housing Authority, and the CSD, and their officers, agents and employees.
Additional Indemnity Obligations. Contractor shall defend, with counsel of
City’s choosing and at Contractor’s own cost, expense and risk, any and all
claims, suits, actions or other proceedings of every kind covered by Section
“J” that may be brought or instituted against City, the Moreno Valley Housing
Authority, and the CSD, and their officers, agents and employees. Contractor
shall pay and satisfy any judgment, award or decree that may be rendered
against City, the Moreno Valley Housing Authority, and the CSD, and their
officers, agents and employees as part of any such claim, suit, action or other
proceeding. Contractor shall also reimburse City for the cost of any
settlement paid by City, the Moreno Valley Housing Authority, and the CSD,
and their officers, agents and employees as part of any such claim, suit, action
or other proceeding. Such reimbursement shall include payment for City’s
attorney’s fees and costs, including expert witness fees. Contractor shall
reimburse City, the Moreno Valley Housing Authority, and the CSD, and their
officers, agents and employees for any and all legal expenses and costs
incurred by each of them in connection therewith or in enforcing the
indemnity herein provided.

Insurance Requirements. The Contractor will comply with the following
insurance requirements at its sole expense. Insurance companies shall be
rated (A Minus: VII—Admitted) or better in Best’s Insurance Rating Guide
and shall be legally licensed and qualified to conduct business in the State of
California:

The Contractor shall procure and maintain, at its sole expense, Workers’
Compensation Insurance in such amounts as will fully comply with the laws
of the State of California and which shall indemnify, insure and provide legal
defense for the Contractor and the City, the Housing Authority and CSD
against any loss, claim, or damage arising from any injuries or occupational
diseases happening to any worker employed by the Contractor in the course of
carrying out the Agreement. This coverage may be waived if the Contractor is
determined to be functioning as a sole proprietor and the city provided form
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“Exception to Worker’s Compensation Coverage” is signed, notarized and
attached to this Agreement

X General Liability Insurance—to protect against loss from liability imposed
by law for damages on account of bodily injury, including death, and/or
property damage suffered or alleged to be suffered by any person or persons
whomever, resulting directly or indirectly from any act or activities of the
Contractor, sub-Contractor, or any person acting for the Contractor or under
its control or direction. Such insurance shall be maintained in full force and
effect throughout the terms of the Agreement and any extension thereof in the
minimum amounts provided below:

Bodily Injury $1,000,000 per occurrence/ $2,000,000 aggregate

Property Damage $500,000 per occurrence/ $500,000 aggregate

(] Professional Errors and Omission Insurance—such coverage shall not be
less than $1,000,000 per claim and aggregate.

X Liability and Property Damage Insurance coverage for owned and non-
owned automotive equipment operated on City/CSD/Housing Authority
premises. Such coverage limits shall not be less than $1,000,000 combined
single limit.

X A Certificate of Insurance and appropriate additional insured endorsement
evidencing the above applicable insurance coverage shall be submitted to the
City prior to the execution of this Agreement. The Certificate of Insurance or
an appropriate binder shall bear an endorsement containing the following
provisions:

Solely as respect to services done by or on behalf of the named insured for
the City of Moreno Valley, it is agreed that the City of Moreno Valley, the
Moreno Valley Housing Authority, and the Moreno Valley Community
Services District, their officers, employees and agents are included as
additional insured under this policy and the coverage(s) provided shall be
primary insurance and not contributing with any other insurance available
to the City of Moreno Valley, the Moreno Valley Housing Authority, and
the Moreno Valley Community Services District, its officers, employees
and agents, under any third party liability policy

The terms of the insurance policy or policies issued to provide the above
coverage shall neither be amended to reduce the required insurance limits and
coverages nor shall such policies be canceled by the carrier without thirty (30)
days prior written notice by certified or registered mail of amendment or
cancellation to the City, except that cancellation for non-payment of premium
shall require ten (10) days prior written notice by certified or registered mail.
In the event the insurance is canceled, the Contractor shall, prior to the
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cancellation date, submit new evidence of insurance in the amounts
established.

. Intellectual Property. Any system or documents developed, produced or
provided under this Agreement, including any intellectual property discovered
or developed by Contractor in the course of performing or otherwise as a
result of its work, shall become the sole property of the City unless explicitly
stated otherwise in this Agreement. The Contractor may retain copies of any
and all material, including drawings, documents, and specifications, produced
by the Contractor in performance of this Agreement. The City and the
Contractor agree that to the extent permitted by law, until final approval by
the City, all data shall be treated as confidential and will not be released to
third parties without the prior written consent of both parties.

. Entire Agreement. This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between
the parties. There are no understandings, agreements, or representations of
warranties, expressed or implied, not specified in this Agreement. This
Agreement applies only to the current proposal as attached. This Agreement
may be modified or amended only by a subsequent written Agreement signed
by both parties. Assignment of this Agreement is prohibited without prior
written consent.

. (@  The City may terminate the whole or any part of this Agreement at any
time without cause by giving at least ten (10) days written notice to the
Contractor. The written notice shall specify the date of termination. Upon
receipt of such notice, the Contractor may continue work through the date of
termination, provided that no work or service(s) shall be commenced or
continued after receipt of the notice which is not intended to protect the
interest of the City. The City shall pay the Contractor within thirty (30) days
after receiving any invoice after the date of termination for all non-objected to
services performed by the Contractor in accordance herewith through the date
of termination.

(b)  Either party may terminate this Agreement for cause. In the event the
City terminates this Agreement for cause, the Contractor shall perform no
further work or service(s) under the Agreement unless the notice of
termination authorizes such further work.

(c) If this Agreement is terminated as provided herein, City may require
Contractor to provide all finished or unfinished documents and data and other
information of any kind prepared by Contractor in connection with the
performance of services under this Agreement. Contractor shall be required to
provide such documents and other information within fifteen (15) days of the
request.

(d) Inthe event this Agreement is terminated in whole or in part as provided
herein, City may procure, upon such terms and in such manner as it may
determine appropriate, similar to those terminated.

. Payment. Payments to the Contractor pursuant to this Agreement will be
reported to Federal and State taxing authorities as required. The City will not
withhold any sums from compensation payable to Contractor. Contractor is
independently responsible for the payment of all applicable taxes. Where the
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A.18.a

payment terms provide for compensation on a time and materials basis, the
Contractor shall maintain adequate records to permit inspection and audit of
the Contractor’s time and materials charges under the Agreement. Such
records shall be retained by the Contractor for three (3) years following
completion of the services under the Agreement.

Q. Restrictions on City Employees. The Contractor shall not employ any City
employee or official in the work performed pursuant to this Agreement. No
officer or employee of the City shall have any financial interest in this
Agreement in violation of federal, state, or local law.

R. Choice of Law and Venue. The laws of the State of California shall govern
the rights, obligations, duties, and liabilities of the parties to this Agreement,
and shall govern the interpretation of this Agreement. Any legal proceeding
arising from this Agreement shall be brought in the appropriate court located
in Riverside County, State of California.

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W. Waiver. No waiver of any default shall constitute a waiver of any other
default or breach, whether of the same or other covenant or condition. No
waiver, benefit, privilege, or service voluntarily given or performed by a party
shall give the other party any contractual rights by custom, estoppel, or
otherwise.

X. No Third Party Beneficiaries. There are no intended third party beneficiaries
of any right or obligation assumed by the parties.

Y. Counterparts. This Agreement may be signed in counterparts, each of which
shall constitute an original.

Z. Invalidity; Severability. If any portion of this Agreement is declared invalid,
illegal, or otherwise unenforceable by a court of competent jurisdiction, the
remaining provisions shall continue in full force and effect.

AA. Assignment or Transfer. Contractor shall not assign, hypothecate, or
transfer, either directly or by operation of law, this Agreement or any interest
herein without the prior written consent of the City.

10. CONTRACTOR shall provide access by the City, the Federal grantor
agency, the Comptroller General of the United States, or any of their duly
authorized representatives to any books, documents, papers, and records of the
contractor which are directly pertinent to that specific contract for the purpose
of making audit, examination, excerpts, and transcriptions.

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EXHIBIT A — SCOPE OF WORK
LANDSCAPE MAINTENANCE

1. GENERAL PROVISIONS

A. The work to be performed under this agreement shall include the furnishing of
all labor, material, and equipment necessary for the provision of landscape,
irrigation and appurtenant maintenance services within the boundaries of the
various City landscape maintenance districts, zones, or City responsible
landscape areas as determined in the resolutions or agreements of the City
Council and/or Community Services District Board establishing said landscape
maintenance, zones, or City responsible landscape areas and as said
boundaries may have been heretofore or may be hereafter amended, and as
more particularly shown on the Location Map or Maps included herein.

B. The Contractor shall have the duty to: mow, edge, trim, and fertilize turf,
groundcover, and shrub areas designated hereunder; regularly maintain and
prune those portions of trees up to eighteen feet (18’) in height; remove litter
and debris from all sites as required under this agreement; provide general pest
control services as requested, including but not limited to weeds, insects,
vertebrate pests, and diseases; maintain irrigation systems; hand water and
bleed valves as necessary during emergencies when automatic systems are
not functioning; complete and submit required reporting forms as provided
herein or as may be added from time to time; and submit invoices in a timely
manner and in detail by and for each landscape area to include specific
reference to WQB ID, Median ID, Tract ID, LMD zone or CFD area for which
work was completed.

C. All work shall be performed in accordance with usual and customary
horticultural practices to achieve, and maintain healthy, viable landscapes. The
Public Works Director of the City of Moreno Valley, or his/her delegated
representative(s), hereinafter designated as "Director” will periodically inspect
all the operations and approve or reject the work performed, and methods or
materials used, and make changes in the work scheduling.

D. The Contractor shall be responsible for carefully reviewing the site(s), and
verifying the square footage noted for each location of proposed work included
in the Proposal. The Contractor shall not be relieved of his/her/its liability under
this agreement, nor shall the City be held liable for any loss sustained by the
Contractor for any variance between conditions as referred to herein and the
actual conditions revealed during the examination of the locations of the
proposed work.
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E.

G.

All work shall be performed in accordance with the provisions of this agreement
and in accordance with an approved service schedule, as approved by the
Director. Service schedules may be modified with 30 days advance written
notice by the City.

Failure to adhere to comply with any provisions included herein may result in
the assessment of non-performance penalties per Exhibit C.

All equipment used in the performance of work under this agreement shall be
compliant with the current regulations of the California Air Resources Board.

2. TURF CARE

A.

All turf areas shall be mowed, edged, and trimmed per the Frequency of
Services Table, as set forth in Exhibit E, Schedule 1. Should weather and/or
site conditions preclude the normally scheduled frequency of this service during
any month, or portion thereof, the maintenance schedule shall be modified at
the discretion and approval of the Director.

At the discretion of the Director, turf areas may be mowed with mulching-type
mowers of a type acceptable to the City.

. All mowing and edging equipment shall: be in proper working order; have

blades properly sharpened, balanced, and aligned; be thoroughly cleaned of all
excess clippings, soil, and debris prior to move-in at each site.

. All clippings, soil, and debris generated by mowing and edging operations shall

be immediately collected, removed from the site, and disposed of in a legal
manner. For the purposes of this Specification the term "site" shall include, but
is not limited to, appurtenant hardscaping, sidewalks, curbs and gutters.

Machines operating on turf known to have a disease, fungus, or insect
infestation shall be sterilized with a ten percent (5%) chlorine bleach, and water
solution prior to move-in to any other site.

Mowing height for cool season grasses shall not exceed three inches (3”)
maximum, or two inches (27) minimum, and shall be adjusted within these
parameters on a seasonal basis.

. Mowing height for warm season grasses shall not exceed one and one-half

inches (1%2") maximum, or three-quarters of an inch (34”) minimum, and shall be
adjusted within these parameters on a seasonal basis.

. All turf borders shall be cut with a vertical blade edger. Use of string trimmers to

perform this task is not acceptable.

EXHIBIT A — SCOPE OF WORK - Page 2 of 66
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I. Trimming around turf appurtenances (i.e., valve and meter boxes, backflow
devices and controller enclosures, sprinklers) may be accomplished with use of
string trimmers.

J. Whenever trees occur in turf areas, a six-inch (6”) ring of grass shall be
removed from around the trunks to protect the crowns from mechanical
damage. These rings shall be maintained in a clean, weed free condition.

K. Thin areas in turf shall be resodded or reseeded as necessary to prevent
invasion of weeds.

L. Fertilization. See Fertilizer Use.
M. Pest Control. See Pesticide Use.

N. Aeration. All turf areas shall be aerated per the Frequency of Service Table, as
set forth in Exhibit E, Schedule II, unless otherwise directed by the Director.

1. Aeration equipment shall be of the hollow tine type. The tines shall have a
minimum diameter of one-half inch (*2”), and a penetration depth of at
least two inches (27). There shall be no more than six inches (6”) between
tines; Areas to be treated shall be adequately irrigated prior to treatment to
allow maximum tine penetration.

2. Any soil cores remaining on the turf surface two (2) week after treatment
must be removed.

3. Humus base fertilizer is to be applied directly following spring and fall
aeration operations.

4. Renovation/thatching and additional aeration operations are to be
considered Additional Work, per Exhibit C.

3. TREE CARE

A. All trees are to be maintained in a manner that will promote normal, healthy
growth.

B. For the purposes of these Specifications, trimming, pruning, and pest control
operations for those portions of trees greater than eighteen feet (18’) in height
is to be considered Additional Work, per Exhibit C.

C. Whenever site conditions permit, trees are to be allowed to grow to assume
their full, natural shape, with the minimum constraints necessary to assure
public safety and tree survival. All tree pruning shall be done in conformance
with ANSI 300-2001, (or most current revision); safety requirements shall be
per ANSI Z133-1994 (or most current revision) standards.

D. The Contractor or any subcontractors working under Contractor’s direction and
control must observe all restrictions on the unauthorized take of migratory
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birds, as set forth in the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service Migratory Bird Treaty Act
(MBTA), including but not limited to Sections 703-713 and the California
Department of Fish and Game Code sections 3503, 3503.5, and 3513.
E. Trees shall be pruned at any time to:
1. Remove dead, diseased, or damaged branches.
2. Remove unwanted encroachments into public and/or utility rights-of-way.
3. Correct any condition which the Director has deemed to be hazardous.

F. Portions of trees up to eighteen feet (18’) in height shall:
1. Be pruned to enable successful adaptation to their particular site situation.
2. Have no more than one-third (1/3) of living branches removed annually.
3. Be fertilized only as directed by the City field staff.

G. Portions of trees over eighteen feet (18’) in height shall:
1. Be inspected annually.
2. Pruned and/or trimmed as necessary to maintain proper site orientation.

3. Pruned and/or trimmed as necessary to remove unwanted encroachments
into public, and/or utility rights-of-way.

4. Pruned and/or trimmed as necessary to correct any condition which the
Director has deemed to be hazardous.

5. Pruned to remove any impediment to the proper conveyance of nuisance
and/or storm water flows through a water quality facility.
H. Pruning tools shall:
1. Be kept properly sharpened, and in proper working order.

2. Be sterilized with five percent (5%) chlorine bleach and water solution
before commencing work, and between cuts on any tree known to be
diseased.

I. The following practices shall not be allowed:

1. Internodal cuts of any kind (a.k.a. "stubbing", "shearing", "tipping",
"topping"”).

2. Cuts made flush with trunk or branch. The integrity of branch collars is to
be maintained at all times.

3. Use of pruning paint/pruning compound/wound dressing.
4. Use of climbing spurs or gaffs.

J. All prunings/trimmings and debris generated by pruning operations shall be
immediately removed from the site, and disposed of in a legal manner.
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K.

L.

Trees shall be staked/guyed in a manner, and with materials that are
acceptable to the Director. Double staking with two (2) lodge pole-type stakes
is the minimum City standard.

Tree stakes, tree ties, and guy wires shall be inspected regularly to ensure
against girdling and abrasion, and removed as soon as possible after tree
establishment, and site conditions allow.

M. Pest Control. See Pesticide Use.

4. SHRUB CARE

A.

All shrubs are to be maintained in a manner that will promote normal, healthy
growth.

For the purposes of these Specifications, shrubs are defined as any multi-
stemmed/low branching woody plants whose height at maturity is not less than
one foot (1’), or greater than ten feet (10).

. Whenever site conditions permit, shrubs are to be allowed to grow to assume

their full, natural shape, with the minimum constraints necessary to assure
public safety and plant survival.

. Shrubs shall be pruned and/or trimmed per the Frequency of Service Table, as

set forth in Exhibit E, Schedule II, unless otherwise directed by the Director, to:
1. Remove dead, diseased, or damaged branches.
2. Remove unwanted encroachments into public and/or utility rights-of-way.
3. Correct any condition which the Director has deemed to be hazardous.

Shrubs shall be pruned in a manner that will:
1. Enable successful adaptation to their particular site situation.

2. Follow the maturation of the leaves/needles of the first seasonal growth
flush, unless accepted practices for a particular species (i.e. roses) dictate
otherwise.

Pruning tools must:
1. Be kept properly sharpened, and in proper working order.

2. Be sterilized with a five percent (5%) chlorine bleach and water solution
before commencing work, and between cuts on any shrub known to be
diseased.

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G. The following practices are not allowed:

"boxing", "hedging", "balling”, "poodling”) will be done only when
authorized by the Director on a site-specific basis.

2. Cuts made flush with trunk or branch. The integrity of branch collars is to
be maintained at all times.

3. Use of pruning paint/pruning compound/wound dressing.
H. Fertilization. See Fertilizer Use.
|. Pest Control. See Pesticide Use.
5. GROUND COVER CARE

A. All ground covers are to be maintained in a manner that will promote normal,
healthy growth.

B. For the purposes of these Technical Provisions, ground covers are defined as
mass plantings of same-species, multi-stemmed plants with a trailing growth
habit, whose height at maturity does not exceed + one foot (1’).

C. Ground covers shall be pruned/trimmed per the Frequency of Service Table, as
set forth in Exhibit E, Schedule Il, unless otherwise directed by the Director to:
1. Remove dead, diseased, or damaged branches/crowns.

2. Remove unwanted encroachments into or upon public and/or utility rights-
of-way, as well as other landscape components (i.e., shrubs, trees, turf
areas, irrigation equipment, walls, and monuments).

3. Remove any impediment to the proper conveyance of nuisance and/or
storm water flows through a water quality facility.

4. Correct any condition which the Director has deemed to be hazardous.

D. Ground covers shall be pruned/trimmed/renovated:
1. To enable successful adaptation to their particular site situation,
2. In accordance with accepted practices for the particular species in
guestion.
E. Pruning tools shall:
1. Be kept properly sharpened, and in proper working order.
2. Be sterilized with a five percent (5%) chlorine bleach and water solution
before commencing operations at any site.

F. String trimmers shall not be used for any of the above described operations
unless authorized by the Director on a site-specific, task-specific basis.
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G. Fertilization. See Fertilizer Use.
H. Pest Control. See Pesticide Use.

6. CHANNEL AND HABITAT CARE

The channel thinning zones will be subject to long-term management practices for
flood control work. The channel-thinning zones are comprised of the two 40-foot-
wide thinning zones. Beyond the 40-foot channel-thinning zones, removal of native
vegetation shall be allowed only to assure proper operation of slope buffer area
irrigation systems, to perform permitted fire protection activities, and to eliminate any
hazardous condition for public safety.

The Contractor or any subcontractors working under Contractor’s direction and
control must observe all restrictions on the unauthorized take of migratory birds, as
set forth in the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service Migratory Bird Treaty Act (MBTA),
including but not limited to Sections 703-713 and the California Department of Fish
and Game Code sections 3503, 3503.5, and 3513.

A. Vegetative Thinning

1. When vegetation and removal is deemed necessary by the City, and
regulatory permits are in place to provide for adequate flood protection,
the City shall determine if the work shall be accomplished by hand crews,
mechanical equipment, or a combination of available resources. In
reaching this determination, careful consideration shall be given to the
mutual goal of minimizing negative impacts throughout the mitigation site
and continuing to allow the drainage to function as a flood control channel
designed to support 100-year flood flows.

2. The channel thinning zones will be maintained annually by mowing or
removing vegetation above the existing soil level not to exceed two feet
(24-inches) in height so that all channels will support 100-year flood flows.

3. For maintenance of channel the Contractor may use:

a. Four-wheel-drive all-terrain vehicle (ATV) type maintenance vehicles
to haul personnel, equipment, trash, trimmings, weeds, and debris.

b. A 30-40 horsepower utility tractor with bucket and mower for mowing
channel bottoms.

c. A skip-loader and/or backhoe as required to effect irrigation mainline
repairs in areas accessible to this type of equipment.

B. Timing of Vegetative Thinning

1. The Contractor will perform maintenance services within the 40-foot wide
thinning zones pursuant to existing City policies, guidelines, and
regulations, and required regulatory permits, including but not limited to
National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permits, and
community obligations to maintain flood carrying capacity within all
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channels, as required under FEMA’'s LOMR, dated September 27, 2004,
and required regulatory permits. The contractor shall conduct the annual
vegetative thinning program within the 40-foot wide thinning zones,
outside the bird nesting season and consistent with the U.S. Fish and
Wildlife Service Migratory Bird Treaty Act (MBTA). If annual vegetative
thinning must occur during the nesting season, this activity will be
authorized if the vegetation to be thinned represents a threat to public
safety and/or biological surveys confirming the absence of nesting birds
occurs at this time as well.

C. Pesticide Use and Weeding

1. Use of herbicides, pesticides, rodenticides, biocides, fertilizers, or other
agricultural chemicals or weed abatement activities shall be limited
pursuant to existing City policies and guidelines, and/or as described
herein.

2. The Contractor will conduct weed abatement on a quarterly basis
including, but not limited to, the exotic plant species listed herein. Weeds
shall be removed by hand, including the root, or controlled with an
appropriate herbicide as determined by a licensed Pest Control Advisor
(PCA). The use of herbicides for weed control within the channel shall be
used for species such as Bermuda grass (Cynodon dactylon), giant reed
(Arundo donax), bindweed (Convolvulus arvensis), and salt cedar
(Tamarix sp.). Only pesticides approved for use within stream courses
shall be authorized for use within all channel areas.

3. All weeds shall be removed from the mitigation site and/or controlled at all
times.

4. Weeds are defined as “any plant species whose presence on a site is
detrimental to the appearance of the site and the normal, healthy growth
of plant materials intended for the site.” All plants that constitute a public
health or safety hazard shall also be considered weeds. Examples of
weeds to be controlled include, but are not limited to:

d. Arundo/giant reed (Arundo donax);

Artichoke thistle/cardoon (Cynara cardunculus);
Australian saltbush (Atriplex semibaccata);
Bermuda grass (Cynodon dactylon);

D. Trash and Debris Removal

1. The mitigation site shall be kept free of trash and debris in perpetuity.
Trash and debris removal shall occur in accordance with the Frequency of
Services schedule (Exhibit E, Schedule II). If trash and debris removal is
required during the bird-nesting season, this will be allowed pursuant to
required regulatory permits, and/or in order to protect public safety. Care
will be taken so that trash removal activities minimize or avoid impacts to
existing native plants.

F.

Access to Channel

1. Channel access may be attained via the access road adjacent to the
Pedestrian Bridge at the western end of the channel or through the three
gates located along Hastings Drive on the northern side of the channel.
Pedestrian access shall be authorized for all maintenance or authorized
personnel. Care shall be taken to avoid impacts to existing vegetation
outside the channel-thinning zones.

Mulefat Scrub Area
1. Existing Mulefat Scrub areas must be left undisturbed.

7. OPEN SPACE AREA (PASEO) CARE

A.

All open space (paseo) areas shall be maintained in a condition free of
unwanted plant species, as determined by the Director.

. Non-woody plants, such as grasses and annual forbs shall be trimmed to a

height of twenty-four (24) inches or lower at a frequency of no less than one (1)
time per year, as determined by the Director.

. Woody slope plantings shall be maintained in a manner that minimizes the

accumulation of dead wood. This shall be accomplished by means of periodic
trimming, pruning, and/or roguing, as determined by the Director.

. A band of bare soil, twenty-four (24) inches in width shall be maintained per the

Frequency of Service Table wherever Open Space (Paseo) areas abut
residential parcels.

Newly planted and/or established tree and woody shrub plantings shall receive
irrigation adequate to maintain soil moisture and plant vigor; in no case shall
the interval between irrigations be greater than once per week. This work may
require the use of a water tanker. Contractor shall be liable for replacement of
any new or establishing plan materials lost due to Contractor’'s negligence, as
determined by Director.

Watering basins for newly planted and/or establishing tree and woody shrub
plantings shall be continuously maintained and kept free of unwanted plant
species until properly established, as determined by the Director.

. All areas damaged by erosion shall be immediately repaired to the originally

intended condition and soil. Contractor shall be liable for the cost of repairing
all erosion damage caused by Contractor’s negligence.

. All areas damaged by rodent burrowings shall be immediately repaired to the

originally intended condition and soil.
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I. All catch basins, drain lines, brow ditches, and lower slope swale areas shall at
all times be kept clean and clear for proper drainage.

J. Minimum flow channels shall be maintained in a manner that assures
unimpeded flow of nuisance water per limits of design intent. This work may
require periodic thinning/rouging of existing riparian plants, as determined by
Director.

8. WATER QUALITY BASIN BOTTOM & FOREBAY / OUTLET STRUCTURE / SAND
BED MAINTENANCE

A. Basin Bottom Vegetation

1. Water Quality Basin bottom vegetation shall be mowed / trimmed to a
height of twelve inches (12”) at least one (1) time annually, or as needed
to ensure that the facilities function per design intent, per the frequency of
service table, as set forth in Exhibit E, unless otherwise stated herein this
section and/or as directed by the Director. Annual mowing / trimming
operations shall be initiated no earlier than August 15, and concluded no
later than October 1.

2. Machinery / equipment selected to perform mowing / trimming operations
shall be operated in a manner that does not: damage or alter basin
bottom or basin slope topography, or; damage or render inoperable basin
bottom or slope irrigation systems. Any damage to, or alteration of basin
bottom or slope topography, or damage of basin bottom or slope irrigation
systems resulting from Contractor’s (or sub-contractor’s) operations shall
be repaired immediately at Contractor’s sole expense.

3. Debris generated by mowing / trimming operations shall be immediately
removed from the sites, and disposed of and/or recycled in a legal manner

B. Concrete and/or Earthen Forebays and Outlet Structures

1. Concrete / earthen forebays and outlet structures shall be cleaned of
debris and vegetation at least two (2) times annually, or as needed to
ensure that they function per design intent.  Scheduled cleanout
operations shall be conducted in the spring and fall of the year, no later
than May 31 and October 1, respectively per the frequency of service
table, as set forth in Exhibit E, unless otherwise stated herein this section
and/or as directed by the Director.

2. Machinery / equipment selected to perform cleanout operations shall be
operated in a manner that does not alter or damage channel surfaces.
Any damage to, or alteration of, channel surfaces resulting from
Contractor’s (or sub-contractor’s) operations shall be repaired immediately
at Contractor’s sole expense.
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C.

3. Debris generated by channel cleanout operations shall be immediately
removed from the sites, and disposed of and/or recycled in a legal
manner.

Sand Bed

1. Inspect semi-annually for standing water, sediment, trash, and debris;
remove accumulated trash and debris from the sand bed, as necessary.

2. Scarify (rake) the top of sand bed to a depth of three (3) inches semi-
annually.

3. When the Director determines that the sand bed does not drain within
seventy-two (72) hours, Contractor shall remove the top three (3) inches
of sand and replace with new sand to return the sand layer to the original
depth.

4. When the Director determines that scarification or removal of the top three
(3) inches of sand layer is no longer effective, Contractor shall remove and
replace the entire sand filter layer.

5. Debris generated by sand bed maintenance operations, including but not
limited to those described above, shall be immediately removed from the
sites, and disposed of in a legal manner.

9. WEED CONTROL

A.

For the purposes of these Specifications, weeds are defined as any plant
species whose presence on a site is detrimental to: the appearance of the site,
as determined by the Director, and the normal, healthy growth of the plant
materials intended for that site. Any plants which, in the opinion of the Director,
constitute a public health or safety hazard shall also be defined as weeds.

Weed control shall be addressed per the Frequency of Service Table, as set
forth in Exhibit E, Schedule Il unless otherwise stated herein and/or as directed
by the Director.

Site areas subject to weed control per these Specifications include, but are not
limited to: turf areas, tree wells, shrub, planter, and ground cover beds;
hardscape areas, including, but not limited to curbs, gutters, and sidewalks;
and non-landscaped portions of sites, as determined by the Director.

. Debris generated by manual and/or mechanical weed control operations shall

be immediately removed from the site, and disposed of in a legal manner.

Chemical Weed Control. See Use of Chemicals.
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10.IRRIGATION

A. Irrigation shall be maintained and tested per the Frequency of Service Table,
as set forth in Exhibit E, Schedule II, unless otherwise stated herein and/or as
directed by the Director.

H. Automatic irrigation systems shall:
1.

. Water shall be delivered by means of automatic or manually operated sprinkler
systems, quick couplers, hose bibbs, or water tank, as specific site and/or
weather conditions require.

. It shall be the Contractor's duty to maintain all City irrigation systems in a
manner that assures their full working capability at all times. Said maintenance
shall include, but not be limited to: visual and operational inspections;
cleaning/adjusting sprinkler nozzles; flushing of lines; trimming around
sprinklers to assure proper coverage; routine repairs; and other tasks as
assigned by City field staff.

. For the purposes of this section, routine irrigation repairs are defined as repair
and/or replacement of existing sprinklers or sprinkler components and/or non-
pressurized pipe and/or fittings (“lateral lines”) that have been rendered
inoperable due to: 1) normal operation (“wear and tear”), and; 2) vandalism,
theft, and acts or omissions by third parties.

. All repairs to, and/or replacement of, irrigation system control components (i.e.,
backflow prevention assemblies, controllers and control wires, manual and
remote control valves) and pressurized pipe and fittings (“mainlines”) rendered
inoperable due to circumstances other than Contractor’s operations, shall be
considered Additional Work, per Exhibit C.

. Manually operated irrigation systems shall:
1.

The Contractor shall furnish, at no cost to the City, a remote valve actuating
device that is compatible with the make, and model installed at the site(s). This
device shall be used by Contractor's personnel while conducting operational
irrigation system inspections, and/or repairs.

Be operated only when Contractor's personnel are present on site.
Be turned off during periods of rainfall or as directed by City field staff.

Be inspected for, and repaired as necessary to ensure proper operation
and coverage not less than at each time of operation.

Have any and/or all enclosures, vaults, and valve boxes properly secured
at all times.

Be inspected for and repaired as necessary to ensure properly operation
and coverage.
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3. Have any and/or all enclosures, vaults, and valve boxes properly secured
at all times.

Parts/components used to effect irrigation system repairs shall be of the same
manufacturer as those originally installed unless otherwise approved by the
Director prior to repair operations.

11.DEBRIS AND LITTER

A.

Debris/litter control shall be provided per the Frequency of Service Table, as
set forth in Exhibit E, Schedule I, unless otherwise stated herein and/or as
directed by the Director.

The Contractor shall remove immediately after pruning, trimming, weeding,
edging or other work required under this agreement, all debris generated by his
or her performance of the work.

Contractor shall remove from both planted areas and adjacent
hardscapes/walkways the following items, which include but are not limited to:
bottles, cans, paper/plastic, cardboard, dog litter, tumbleweeds/ windblown
plant litter, automobile tires, or metallic items. Sites that are, in the opinion of
the Director, exceptionally littered shall be cleared by the Contractor before the
close of business the working day following notification of this condition.

. All hardscape areas that include, but are not limited to sidewalks, curbs, and

gutters shall be maintained in a hazard-free condition.

The Contractor shall dispose of all debris and litter off-site and in a legal
manner.

The Contractor shall notify the Director immediately whenever suspicious
and/or hazardous waste materials are discovered within service area sites.
Such materials may include, but are not limited to: discarded motor oil, or other
petroleum-based liquids; paint; chemical compounds, pesticides, both liquid
and dry; any unknown liquid or dry material in an unmarked container;
household appliances; household electronic devices such as; televisions,
computers and computer monitors; firearms, ammunition or other appliances.
Any such articles shall not be touched, handled, or in any way disturbed or
moved from the location where they were discovered. Contractor’s staff shall
secure the area against entry by any third party until City staff arrives at the
site.

12. FERTILIZER USE

A.

General.

1. Fertilizer shall be used per the Frequency of Service Table, as set forth in
Exhibit E, Schedule Il, unless otherwise stated herein and/or as directed
by the Director.
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2. At the discretion and request of the Director, additional applications may
be provided at the pricing terms listed in the Additional Work section of
Exhibit E, Scheduled II.

3. Any granular fertilizer material deposited on adjacent hardscaping,
including but not limited to sidewalks, gutters, pavement, concrete
forebays, utility vaults, or the sand bed, shall be collected immediately and
redistributed evenly across the targeted area or removed from the site and
disposed of in a legal manner. In no circumstance shall fertilizer material
be allowed to enter the site’s storm drain system.

4. Any fertilizers containing iron will be completely removed from concrete
sidewalks before irrigation to prevent staining.

5. Written notification to Director must be provided five (5) working days prior
to fertilizer application.

6. Contractor shall supply to the Director a list of all proposed fertilizers to be
used in the fulfilment of said agreement and per Exhibit E, Schedule II.
Any changes to said list shall be reported per Exhibit E, Schedule II.

7. Contractor shall comply with any federal, state, or local reporting
requirements.
B. Turf Fertilization
1. A humus base fertilizer shall be applied to turf areas.

2. All turf areas are to be fertilized as per Table I. All fertilizers are to be of
indicated analysis or better.
